Unhealthy Advertizing 
 

Yale University’s Rudd Center for Food Policy and Obesity 

reported that 45 percent more snack food was eaten by 7 to 

11-year-olds while watching a show including food 

commercials than those children who watched the show with 

non-food commercials. Adults, as well, were found to eat 

more when shown unhealthy food commercials rather than 

healthy food commercial. These eating patterns continued 

even after watching television. Another related study by the 

Rudd Center found that the breakfast cereals most often 

marketed to children as young as two years old are the least 

healthy cereals. 

University of California-Davis researchers studied the 

frequency and content of advertisements where their results 

also showed that children’s networks had the highest number 

of food commercials, most for sugary cereals, fast-food, candy 

and chips. Children’s networks subjected children to 76 

percent more food commercials each hour than did other 

networks.

Stressed Out Tweens 
 

Parents and other adults may not realize exactly how stressed 

tweens today actually feel. A new survey by the American 

Psychological Association (APA) brings to light a significant 

gap between parents’ perceptions of their tweens’ stress and 

the stress these 8 to 12-year-olds really deal with. Twenty-six 

percent of tweens reported that their stress had increased in the 

last year, while 17 percent of parents believed their tween’s 

stress had increased. Likewise, 14 percent of tweens described 

their stress as extreme, while only 2-5 percent of their parents 

noted their tweens had extreme stress. 

Tweens related family finances and doing well in school as 

being high sources of stress; however, their parents gave less 

votes to these sources than their tweens. Dr. Katherine C. 

Nordal, APA’s executive director for professional practice, 

summarizes, “It’s clear that parents do not fully appreciate the 

impact that stress is having on their kids.”

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Teaching Kids Cell Phone Etiquette, by Dr. Brad 

Schwall 

Cell phones are a convenience, but can be misused in socially unacceptable 

ways.  Following by guidelines for etiquette ensures that the benefits of the 

ability to keep in contact with others does  not lead to impolite, 

disrespectful, or undesirable behavior.  

Cell Phone Etiquette for Parents and Kids  

 Follow by school rules and silence your phone in meetings and other public gatherings.  

 Do not text or take a call while talking to someone else or che cking out at a store.  

 If you must be on the phone in the presence of others, speak softly and avoid speaking 
about personal issues. 

 Avoid obsessive-compulsive e-mail and text message checking.  

 Teach your kids never to use cell phones inappropriately by sha ring inappropriate 
materials or images, bullying using a cell phone, or cheating on tests.  

 Before giving a child a phone, talk about appropriate use and reasonable limits for time 
spent on the phone.  

 Set limits and communicate consequences before problems occur.  

 Do not text and drive and avoid talking on the phone while driving.  

How to Teach Kids Cell Phone Etiquette  

 Talk - talk about appropriate cell phone use.  

 Model - show by example proper, polite use of cell phones.  

 Affirm - complement your kids when they demonstrate trustworthiness by following the 
rules for cell phone use.  

 Enforce consequences when necessary - when cell phone privileges are abused, enforce 
the pre -established consequences consistently
