As I write this article three of the youth of our congregation, Meghan Collins, 
Loren Edwards, and Katherine Macway, along with our interim youth director, 
Sarah Macway, are preparing to leave for a summer mission trip to Louisville, 
Kentucky. Their plans include Sunday morning worship with a local congregation, 
three days of work at a Presbyterian camp and conference center, Cedar Ridge 
Camp (http://www.cedarridgecamp.com/), tours of the Presbyterian Church, 
U.S.A. national headquarters and Louisville Presbyterian Seminary as well as 
visits to Squire Boone Caverns, Muhammad Ali Center (http:/www.alicenter.org/), 
the Louisville Slugger Bat Museum and a dip in a local swimming hole that used 
to be a rock quarry. Their days promise to be full of learning, service and fun! 

As I have shared in the excitement and anticipation with the travelers these last 
few weeks I have reflected once again on our connections as Presbyterians, 
Christians and simply fellow members of God’s creation, and how those 
connections influence each one of us. When one member of our congregation goes 
out in mission or service and returns to us with stories of what he has done, what 
she has learned, how he has changed because of his experiences, how her world 
has expanded, the world, for all of us, expands just a bit as well. 

This is, of course, most obvious when we as a congregation very intentionally 
commission and send out a group from our congregation to places, like El 
Salvador or rural Kentucky, and members of those traveling groups come back and 
share stories of their adventures with us during worship, as we did earlier this year 
with our El Salvador delegation and we will this month with our Kentucky 
travelers. But I think this expanding-of-our-world happens for us as individuals 
and as a community every time one of our community has an experience of 
growing in faith and then shares his or her story with us.  The ‘adventure’ may 
take us far or it may be closer to home. Maybe it is a day of serving lunch at the 
Rebele Family Shelter, or preparing materials for the Vacation Bible Camp. 
Maybe it is attending a Bible study session or singing a particularly powerful 
anthem with the choir. Maybe it is serving on the board of a local non profit or 
sharing lunch time with some one who just needs to talk. Maybe it is traveling 
around the world and experiencing a new culture or traveling across town and 
meeting a stranger. 

When our youth return and we listen to the stories of new adventures, new friends, 
and new experiences may we give thanks for many ways God opens our hearts and 
our minds to God’s work and God’s presence, expanding our worlds each and 
every day.

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Comfessions: 
At the last meeting of the Presbytery of San Jose 
that took place at Trinity Church, the question of 
whether the Presbyterian Church (USA) should 
add The Belhar Confession to its formal Book of 
Confessions was debated and agreed to. The 
Confession of Belhar was originally adopted by 
the synod of the Dutch Reformed Mission 
Church in South Africa in 1986. It is a statement 
of faith designed to apply the Christian gospel to 
the specific problem of racial and ethnic 
exclusion and segregation in church and society 
that was practiced by the South African 
Apartheid (separation) political system. 
 
There are 10 “Confessions,” or statements of 
faith, which are sometimes called “creeds.” 
contained in the Book of Confessions of the 
Presbyterian Church(USA). If the Confession of 
Belhar is  passed by 2/3s of the Presbyteries, it 
will become number eleven.  
 
The Book of Confessions is part of the 
“Constitution” of the Presbyterian Church (USA) 
and every ordained leader (pastor, elder, deacon) 
in the church is asked to pledge that they “will 
be guided by the Confessions” as they carry out 
their duties. 
 
Confession: 
Each Sunday morning the liturgy of worship 
contains a “Prayer of Confession.” It is both a 
reminder of our individual human weakness and 
moral failure to live a fully righteous life, and 
also a means of publicly and collectively 
acknowledging that reality. Its purpose is not to

make us feel bad about ourselves, but to 
acknowledge our human imperfection and to 
open our hearts and minds to God’s loving 
presence and to acknowledge each other as 
brothers and sisters in Christ, equal in the sight 
of God. This public prayer of Confession, is 
always followed by an “Assurance of Pardon,” 
a reminder that our sincerity is the only 
requirement for receiving, by God’s grace 
(God’s free gift), God’s loving forgiveness and 
restoration to wholeness. 
 
Confessing:  
This is a term, not too frequently used today, 
but often used in the past to indicate a process 
of stating the faith of the church to the larger 
society, particularly in times of serious and 
widespread social and political oppression.  
For example, the part of the  church in 
Germany that took a public stand against  the 
practices of  the National Socialist (Nazi) 
government of Hitler and was forced 
underground, was called the “Confessing 
Church of Germany.”  The people of God need 
to be alert to the need from time to time to 
“speak  truth to power” as a “Confessing 
Church.”
