CLASSES

Bratt Jet Unlimited Jet Class – 300 Series Numbers (U300)
· Hull any shape or material with a minimum length of 16 feet (4.88m)
· Unlimited engine restrictions or modifications, any exhaust c/w mufflers
· Mufflers are not required on turbine engines
· Propulsion – jet drive
· Roll bar (well braced & mounted)

Peace River Heating “A” Jet Class – 200 Series Numbers (A200)
· Hull any shape or material with a minimum length of 16 feet (4.88m)
· Engine displacement shall not exceed 470 cubic inches (7700 cc)
· Superchargers, blowers & turbos are allowed at 1.8 x cubic inch ratio
· Engine shall use gasoline for fuel, any exhaust c/w mufflers
· Propulsion – jet drive
· Roll bar (well braced & mounted)

Rowe’s Construction “B” Jet Class – 151 to 200 Series Numbers (B160)
· Hull any shape or material with a minimum length of 16 feet (4.88m)
· Engine displacement shall not exceed 366 cubic inches (6000 cc)
· Superchargers, blowers or turbos are allowed at 1.8 x cubic inch ratio
· Engine shall use gasoline for fuel, any exhaust c/w mufflers
· Propulsion – jet drive
· Roll bar (well braced & mounted)

Compression Technology “CX” Jet Class – 100 or 200 Series Numbers (CX100 or CX200)
· Hull any shape or material with a minimum length of 16 feet (4.88m)
· Stock Crate Engine shall be GM (LS3 Engines 376ci) 480, 515, or CT525 or Ford (392ci) part # m-6007-d392rt (430)/c392rt (475) 374w (540) Dodge (6.1 hemi) part #P5155067
· any carburetor, or fuel injection engines with gasoline for fuel, normally aspirated only, 2” spacer maximum with 3 gaskets
· Stock crate intake manifold, no port matching on intake or heads, any valve covers
· any oil pan(no vacuum or dry sumps allowed),any ignition or distributor, any fluid damper
· No overbore, porting, balancing or engine modifications allowed, factory heads only
· Any exhaust c/w mufflers
· Random testing of engines will take place.
· Propulsion – jet drive
· Roll bar (well braced & mounted), Engine shall use gasoline for fuel






MacMillian Construction “FX” Jet Class – 01 to 99 Series Numbers (FX99)–Crate Motor Class
· Tunnel any shape or material with a minimum length of 16 feet (4.88m)or V bottom/Step tech hull any shape or material with a minimum length of 13 feet (3.96) No Glass Windshields
· Engine – GM ZZ4 355 HP CRATE engine (GMPP long block part number 24502609)
· Engine Repairs must meet OEM specifications & weights. No roller rockers allowed, No porting, balancing, port matching or modifications; No Overbore allowed; Fluid Dampers allowed; 
· Any ignition system, any oil pan (no dry or vacuum sumps), any valve covers, Stock GM intake manifold.
· Random testing will take place
· Carburetor – 750 CFM maximum & 1” spacer thickness maximum 3 only 0.060 gaskets
· Exhaust – any exhaust system allowed c/w mufflers
· Engine shall use gasoline for fuel
· Propulsion – jet drive
· Roll bar (well braced & mounted)

Kingland Ford “FXV” Jet Class – 01 to 99 Series Numbers (FX99)-Crate Motor Class
· V bottom/Step tech hull any shape or material with a minimum length of 13 feet (3.96) No Glass Windshields, engines and all specifications same as for FX Class
· No UIM Title, Canadian title only

















REGISTRATION

Registration will take place at the Race Office at Fisherman’s Wharf in Hay River, NWT, from 10:00 am to 7:00 pm on July 1, 2011. 

Each team will be required by the CBF to purchase Accidental Death & Dismemberment Insurance Policies in the amount of $10,000 per person for the Driver and Navigator.  The cost will be $30 per person.  Additional insurance can be purchased for additional crew members if requested

All Drivers Meetings will be 1 hour prior to each race leg

Each team will purchase a minimum of 2 tickets to the Awards Banquet in Whitecourt on July 9, 2011; these will be purchased at registration 








RULES

1. The upper 50% of helmets must be a bright color
2. All race numbers must be 24 cm x 4 cm white on black or black on white, or contrasting color with 4 cm border – this will be strictly enforced
3. All Rotating Parts must be guarded if reachable while belted in seats unless boat has a Bulkhead
4. No Fuel Transportation Restrictions (original paperwork required)
5. Engine Change Rule B.   Any team changing an engine during the course of the marathon will be assessed a 15 minute penalty.  Any team changing an engine without showing a catastrophic failure and receiving the prior approval of the Race Referee will be disqualified
6. No black flags should be carried in any of the race boats
7. All race boats must have 2 rear view mirrors
8. Hand held GPS is allowed with 4.3” screen(diagonally) mounting allowed for purpose of monitoring speed only.
9. All racers participating in filmed interviews will wear an Outlaw Eagle hat
10. All new Canadian racers must have an orientation course & driving test, it is suggested that they start racing in Fx Class
11. All Canadian boat Drivers must have their Pleasure Craft Operators Licence and complete the Driver’s medical exam
12. All Canadian Race Teams must be associated with an existing Boating Club, work towards the race, or sell a minimum of $1500 in Race Program Ads
13. World Anti-Doping Alcohol Code in effect - suspensions issued after 0.03 blood alcohol level
14. Any repairs to CX & FX Class Crate Motors must use parts equivalent to OEM. No overbore’s
15. Any racers in CX or FX class caught cheating on engines will have there motor confiscated & sold with proceeds to charity in that town, this racer will be banned from racing UIM events for 1 year
16. On engine tear downs “All Gaskets at Owners Expense”
17. All International teams, including driver, navigator and crew, must produce their National Authority Membership cards and driver must produce racing licence.


This marathon shall be governed by the 2011 Edition of the Official Rule Book provided by the Union Internationale Motonautique, unless otherwise noted and specifically addressed in this Advanced Program.



PROTEST FEES

Any team wishing to lodge an official protest shall do so in a manner provided for in the UIM rules.  Each protest shall be accompanied by a protest fee of $500.00 CAD, said fee being refunded should the protest be decided in favor of the team lodging the protest.  Protests will be adjudicated by a committee consisting of 1 representative from each class, including 1 representative from each country attending, and the Race Captain.  The UIM Representative will be on the committee, but shall not vote.

PRIZES

Prize money in each class shall consist of $10,000.00 CAD per class, awarded $50% for 1st, 30% for 2nd, 20% for 3rd.   Prizes shall be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place in each class.  Prizes will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place Overall as well.
