Q. Father Randy, what does canon law say regarding how many masses a 

 priest can say in one day or on a weekend? 

 

A. Canon 905 of the 1983 Code of Canon Law states:  òA priest is not 

 permitted to celebrate the Eucharist more than once a day except in cases 

 where the law permits him to celebrate or concelebrate more than once 

 on the same day.ó  Because of the shortage of priests in the archdiocese, 

 priests are allowed to say up to 3 Masses on weekend with 4 Masses 

 being an exception.  The current practice at St. Louis falls under the 

 exception with four Masses (1 on Sat. and 3 on Sun).
