All	trailers	are	sandblasted	prior	to	painting,	providing	the	ideal	surface	for	paint	adhesion.	
Next,	a	marine	quality	epoxy	primer	is	applied	to	ensure	corrosion	resistance.	Then	a	high	
solids	urethane	top	coat	is	applied	to	the	exterior	and	the	under	belly	of	the	trailer	to	further	
protect	from	seasonal	wear	and	tear.

Bourbon	manufactures	
its	trailers	to	be	both	
durable	and	simple	to	
operate.		The	trap	doors	
for	the	hoppers	have	
been	designed		with	
roller	bearings,	sprockets		
and	a	large	T-handle	so	
that	anyone	can	open	
them	with	ease.
