The fall contest season is right around the corner. Club contests need to be held in August and September. Begin organizing now by finding a Club Speech Contest Chairman. 


Working with your club’s VPE, the Contest Chair will help plan and run your Humorous Speech and Table Topics Contests. Being a Contest Chair fulfills all the requirements for Project 10, Team Building, in the Competent Leadership Manual (remember, you do not have to work on these projects in any order). Make sure your Contest Chair gets a written evaluation in their CL manual to receive credit.


And speaking of getting credit towards a CL, club members who help organize a club speech contest fulfill all the requirements of Project 6, Organizing and Delegating. Working with the Contest Chair, club members who help run your club contest, such as acting as the Chief Judge, the Contest Master, being the Sergeant at Arms, providing refreshments, or printing certificates qualifies. Make sure all contest organizers get written evaluations in their CL manuals to receive credit.


Extend an invitation to your contest to Toastmasters from other area clubs. They can help with judging, timing and ballot counting.
