   Before the Women’s Retreat, I had come to a place of despair 
and depression.  In April, I gave birth to our fifth child, David, 
who ended up having to stay in the hospital for a few days.  
Even though the stay wasn’t very long, I  became angry and   
sorrowful that he had to stay, because I didn’t understand the 
point of it all.  This is where my depression began. 
   David came home, and I began to think all would be well, but 
little did I know that the darkness would continue.  Because I 
was breastfeeding David, I slept very little, thus became very 
exhausted and overwhelmed.  Now there was more laundry to 
do, more things to clean, and I felt that there was no one who 
could help me. 
   Day by day, I became more and more angry and bitter.  My   
children were being very disobedient, and I couldn’t understand 
why.  I felt that there was no point in crying out to God, because 
He wouldn’t be able to help me.  I thought, “Maybe once I begin 
to exercise, I will feel better.”  I began exercising, which did 
help relieve some stress, but not all.  I continued to feel empty.  I 
felt like a failure.  I had a house full of children, a loving       
husband, what more could I want? 
   I couldn’t “feel” God with me, even though I knew he was 
there.  I felt like he was just standing by, watching me, but not 
doing anything to help me.  I kept hearing the Lord say, 
“Consider it all joy [my daughter], when you encounter various 
trials, for you know that the testing of your faith produces      
perseverance.  And let perseverance be perfect, so that you may 
be perfect and complete, lacking in  noting.” (James 1:2-4)  I 
would think to myself, “Lord, what does that have to do with 
what I am going though?” 
   Needless to say, I was not even considering going to the 
Women’s Retreat, even though the Lord had put it on my heart 
that I needed to go.  I didn’t even want to talk about going until I 
mentioned it to my mom, and we agreed that she, my sisters, and 
I should all go together.  I agreed to go because of my mom and 
my sisters, but the Lord used this to get me there.  My mom and 
my sisters ended up not going, but I went anyway, because I 
knew I needed to be there. 
   At this retreat is when I realized all the excuses I was using to 
hold onto my anger and depression.  The Lord showed me how, 

even though I thought I wasn’t acting like a victim, I really was.  
I felt I had reason to feel how I was feeling and that no one could 
understand what I was going through.  At this retreat He showed 
me what was causing my children to be so disobedient.   
   Since the retreat, I have been filled with a joy that I cannot 
contain.  He finally made me understand that I could “consider it 
all joy when I   encountered various trials” because, through all 
of this, he was giving me the grace to persevere.  Through all of 
this, he was acknowledging me as his daughter!  As it says in 
Hebrews, 12:6, “for whom the Lord loves, he disciplines, he 
scourges every son he acknowledges.”    
   I was finally able to see that by going through this time I had 
not failed, but had persevered!  When I thought the Lord was 
just standing by watching me and doing nothing, he was actually 
preparing me for the great work he was going to do in me! 
   So, my brothers and sisters in Christ, I encourage you, in any 
situation that you might be in, to not feel abandoned or alone.  
God is also preparing you for something great.  “So strengthen 
your drooping hands and your weak knees.  Make straight paths 
for your feet, that what is lame may not be dislocated, but 
healed...and persevere in running the race that lies before us 
while keeping our eyes fixed on Jesus, the leader and perfecter 
of faith.”  (Hebrews 12: 12-13, 1-2) 
   The saints did not become saints because they never failed or 
never felt alone.  They were saints because through every trial 
they persevered and continued seeking Jesus.  As saints in   
training, let us do the same.
