IMPORTANT THINGS TO REMEMBER

1. Fellows are responsible for transportation and health insurance. (You may qualify to remain on your parents’ health insurance programs since this program is considered a graduate program.)  You might also be able to defer student loans.

2. Each Fellow is required to raise $5,500 in tuition.  Fellows are encouraged to seek financial and prayer support from family, friends, and his or her church community.

3. This program begins in September and is finished the end of May.

4. The workplace internships are paid.  Fellows earn between $8.00 and $12.00 dollars an hour.
