(Esther 4:14). 

After spending a full week (and 
many weeks of preparation) it’s 
hard to shake the theme verse 
from this year’s Presbyterian 

Youth Triennium. The message of time 
and this being the time to discover and 
live out our God-designed call wove its 
way through every aspect of the event. 
Whether in small groups (that Lisa and I 
led) or the large gathering of worship with 
5,000, this being the time to step up to 
God’s purpose was the message. And the 
message was enthusiastically received. 
Youth and young adults need to know that 
God has a plan and purpose for them 
right here, right now; a calling that cannot 
wait and need not wait. 
 

However, it is a message that is not rele-
gated to just the young. When did any of 
us get the idea that “for such a time as 
this” no longer applies? That for those of 
us mid-lifers and beyond we no longer 
have to pursue God’s calling and pur-
pose. Did someone say if you don’t know 
by now, why bother? 
 

Time is a funny thing. We probably spend 
more time talking about time than any-
thing else: What time is it? Do I have 
enough time? Where did the time go? 
(add your own) And now it’s the beginning 
of August and I realize the summer is al-
most over. But no matter what the clock 
or calendar may say, it is always God’s 
time. We have God’s constant call upon 
our lives “for such a time as this.” Every 
generation, every decade can point to 
particular issues, dilemmas, opportunities 
and challenges as being the focal point of 
that particular time. So when is it not 
“such a time as this?” 

For “such a long time as this” we have 
been functioning with construction. We 
have a beautiful new Fellowship Hall that 
has seen lots of use within its first nine 
months; a sanctuary space that is com-
fortable and functional that enhances our 
worship; hopefully by the end of the 
month we will be enjoying our new patio 
centered on the cross. Soon we will 
move from construction mode to invita-
tion. No longer can churches depend on 
a field of dreams - “build it and they will 
come.” The people around the church 
neighborhood and our own home 
neighborhoods need to know that God is 
already connecting with their lives and 
we’d like to be part of it through the min-
istry of NPC. It is the time for us to ac-
tively extend the invitation and back up 
the offer with the way we use our time. 
 

The “time trap” we are all caught in is 
built into our culture. God’s time is not 
subject to the flow of this world, offering 
an alternative story. We are the people of 
God’s story who are continually formed 
through practices that shape us. Our 
mission then is to be who we are, to live 
out God’s story in our lives, with the time 
God gives us. Our mission is not some 
program or activity, but it is what we are 
“for such a time as this.” It is time then, 
as God has given us through grace, to 
live out our story as God’s people that 
will let everyone know that the time is 
here, the time is now – God is in our lives 
for such a time as this.

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Letter from Former Youth Director—Isaac Chung 

“I thank my God every time I remember you. In all my prayers for all of you, I always pray with joy because of your part-
nership in the gospel from the first day until now, being confident of this, that he who began a good work in you will 

carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 1:3-6) 
 
Dear Family, Friends, Supporters, and Encouragers! 
 It’s with joy and excitement that I get to tell you that I have received a call as an Associate Pastor of 
Westminster Presbyterian Church in Bay City, Michigan.  It’s been quite a process in getting to this point – 
from receiving my initial “calling” into ministry in college, getting through seminary, working several jobs and 
internships, becoming eligible to search for a position as a pastor, to finding a congregation to share my first 
pastoral experience.  Thank you all for being part of that journey and adventure.  For some of you, it may be 
years since we’ve last seen, but thank you for the part you played.  When I began the last part of this proc-
ess, I really felt that God was calling me to seek an experience that was different from what I was comfort-
able with here in Southern California. With change come new challenges, growth, excitement, and renewal!  
I know I’m up for a big change, especially in weather! But I’m “cautiously” excited for this new experience of 
“four seasons” that I’ve been promised in Michigan. 
 Bay City is a little city about an hour and a half north of Detroit right on Saginaw Bay of Lake Huron. I 
describe it as a sleepy mid-western town that really picks up for some incredible summer festivals including a 
spectacular Fourth of July fireworks show (3rd largest in the nation?).  There’s the bay, a river that flows right 
through town, and green everywhere even through the summer. (We ARE by the Great Lakes!)  The Great 
Lakes Loons which is the low Single A baseball club for the LA Dodgers play in Midland, fifteen minutes 
away. Bay City, Midland, and Saginaw are considered the “Tri-Cities” area with a population of 135,000 with 
Bay City being the smallest (35,000).  East Lansing (Michigan St.) and Ann Arbor (U. of Michigan) are both 
an hour and half drive, and the Upper Peninsula is about four hours way.  The Winters will be cold(!), but 
plenty of ski resorts around to hit the slopes on my snowboard. And it’s beautiful the other three seasons 
with plenty of opportunities for water sports.  I’m hoping to get some Volleyball officiating in as well and will 
bring a taste of So Cal to the Michiganders.  
 Westminster Presbyterian Church is a mid-sized church with about 220 worshipping weekly. It has a 
growing number of younger families joining the church which complement the steady older congregation.  My 
main responsibility will be with families with children and youth, along with young adults and hopefully mis-
sion work. The pastor I’ll be working with has been there for 16 months and brings lots of new energy and 
passion as he is my age. We are excited to work together in bringing Christ to our community and growing 
faith in Him as we serve our community and build God’s Kingdom. (www.wpcbc.org)  Anytime you are in the 
upper Mid-West, come by and be our guest! I’ll probably even have a spare room for you as housing is really 
cheap compared to Southern California. 
 In all of this excitement, there is also some sadness as I will be leaving behind my roots and some great 
friends, churches, and support systems. I know I’ll need encouragement time to time (especially in the dead 
of winter!) so I hope that we are connected by FaceBook and other means of communication. (Skype, any-
one?)  I’d love to see all of you before I leave next month, but since that’s improbable, my current church is 
hosting an opportunity that everyone is invited to:
