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It is now officially summer! 
Though our minds turn to sum-
mer with Memorial Day, now we 
are into it. As I began to reflect on 
the schedule for the summer and 

the things I need to accomplish, the term 
“seek” kept rising to the surface. Like a 
song that stays on the mind throughout 
the day, “What are you seeking this sum-
mer?” is constantly before me. Certainly 
there are plenty of things I am responsible 
for this summer, and there are many 
things I’d like to do that do not seem to 
find room during the regular schedule. But 
the question of what I “seek” takes those 
things to a new level. 
 
“Seek” is a biblical word; a church word. I 
don’t hear “seek” anywhere outside of 
faith discussions. No one has asked my 
daughters: “Celeste, what do you seek to 
do after graduation?” “Elizabeth, what are 
you seeking to accomplish at UCLA?” We 
haven’t been asked where we are seeking 
to go on vacation? “Seek” is a church 
word. We use it when we read the Scrip-
tures or sing in worship: “Seek the Lord 
while he may be found” (Is. 55:6). “Seek 
ye first the kingdom of God and his right-
eousness” (song by Karen Lafferty). Kids 
at camp will be encouraged to “seek the 
Lord,” and we will use the term often dur-
ing worship. 
 
There are 233 hits for “seek” in the NRSV 
Bible. The term is a much stronger verb 
than “look” or “think.” “Look to the Lord,” 
or “Think about the Lord,” does not come 
across as powerfully as “Seek the Lord.”  
 

In the online Encarta Dictionary “look” is 
to direct eyes at something or consider 
something; “think” is to form thoughts, 
comprehend something or have in mind. 
“Seek” is more intentional and active: to 
search for or strive or attempt something; 
it involves more effort. 
 
So, I ask myself, what do I seek by help-
ing with VBS, as you receive this news-
letter. What do I seek for the 4th of July 
Church Picnic?  In a follow-up review of 
our Vision Retreat? Teaching a class on 
Revelation? Going to an Angel’s game 
together? Being a Small Group Leader at 
the Youth Triennium? Being on vaca-
tion? Finalizing my dissertation project 
proposal? Applying for a Sabbatical 
Grant? Weekly worship? Reading some 
books that have sat on the shelf too 
long? What am I seeking this summer? 
Better yet, who do I seek this summer? 
 
Will I seek the Lord in all things this sum-
mer? To “seek” is not to turn it on at 
times and off at others. Certainly there 
are some things that are more intense 
than others, but to “seek” is always to be 
heading in the intended direction. How 
can I “seek the Lord” in all that I do this 
summer? If I can discover how to be a 
seeker of the Lord this summer, maybe 
I’ll discover how much the Lord has been 
seeking me. And maybe you can too.

Getting To Know You  
 
Another song for us to consider – from the musical, The King and I – “Getting To Know You.”    Sung so 
tenderly by the Teacher Anna to her young Thai students as they begin to move their relationship into a 
deeper level, their musical conversation speaks to any people as they get acquainted.  Listen to Anna: 
 

It's a very ancient saying,  
But a true and honest thought,  
That if you become a teacher,  
By your pupils you'll be taught.  
As a teacher I've been learning  
(You'll forgive me if I boast)  
And I've now become an expert,  
On the subject I like most: 
Getting to know you. 
 
Getting to know you, getting to know all about you.  
Getting to like you, getting to hope you like me.  
Getting to know you, putting it my way, but nicely,  
You are precisely, My cup of tea.  
 
Then hear the children respond: 
“Getting to know you,  
Getting to feel free and easy.  
When I am with you,  
Getting to know what to say  
Haven't you noticed  
Suddenly I'm bright and breezy  
Because of all the beautiful and new  
Things I'm learning about you  
Day by day.”  

 
This is a rather long song to make a short but important point.  Building friendships and making connections 
are processes that take time. Within the church each of us has come into the fellowship at different times, 
with differing connections to members beforehand, and we’ve all bonded at different paces. 
Our challenge is, through the power of the Holy Spirit, to connect with one another in this simple,                     
getting-to-know-you  kind of way, so that

Summer Mission Projects  
During the month of July, the Mission Ministry Team will be collecting eyeglasses and hearing aids to 
be refurbished by the Lions Club and distributed worldwide. As well as cell phones that Inland Valley 
Hope  Partners can exchange for money to be used to help stock the food pantries. 
 
In addition, we’re working with Inland Valley Hope Partners on a “back to school” project . Each month 
Hope Partners serves over 1,000 families at their food pantries and emergency shelter. Many of these 
families have children and are unable to supply them with basic school supplies for the start of school.  
We will be collecting school supplies during the months of July and August. This will give you the           
opportunity to purchase items over a two-month period. You can either purchase individual items and  
drop them in a box that the Mission Team will have by the Greeting Table on the patio, or supply a         
backpack complete with all the items on the following Wish List:

Thank you for Certification Gift  
I want to thank the NPC community for your            
generous gifts to Waterlines (www.waterlines.org)  
in honor of my certification as a Christian educator 
of the PC(USA). I learned in June that the money 
that was donated by Northminster to Waterlines 
will be used to fund a Peace Corps project in      
Panama in the village of Quebrada Mina, located 
on the southern frontier shared by the Chiriqui 
Province. Waterlines did a project previously in 
Quebrada Mina but the community needs a             
second distribution line to serve a portion of the 
village. This village has about 200 people who 
have never had a protected water source and have 
had to rely on contaminated springs and streams 
for all their water. They are an indigenous                     
community of Nagabere people who are 23 distinct 
households relying on subsistence farming to             
produce rice, corn, beans, yucca, and plantains. 
The project will be coordinated by the current 
Peace Corp volunteer, Kevin Orner. Waterlines             
is a publicly-funded, 501(c)(3) non-profit                 
organization, incorporated in New Mexico since 
1988. Its purpose is to aid U.S. churches and other 
organizations in providing clean drinking water to 
communities in developing countries. Waterlines 
has provided funding and/or technical expertise for 
drinking-water projects in over 200 communities in 
twelve countries (Mexico, El Salvador, Panama, 
Bolivia, Peru, Nicaragua, Haiti, the Philippines,  
India, Honduras, Ethiopia and Kenya). Waterlines 
works in small villages (usually with populations 
between 200 and 2,000 people), where existing 
water sources are contaminated or distant. 
I was involved with the work of Waterlines when     
I lived in Santa Fe and am grateful for this                  
opportunity to partner with Waterlines, the Peace 
Corps and the Quebrada Mina community to bring 
clean water to this community.
