This begins Paul’s letter to the church in 
Corinth. Even within these opening words 
you can get a glimpse of some of the            
characteristics and strengths of this             
community. Paul points out the grace 
they’ve received, followed by how “enriched” 
they are in speech and knowledge because 
of Christ’s presence. This young church is 
also displaying spiritual gifts of many kinds 
as they strive to be faithful. Though it’s not a 
detailed description (read the rest of 1            
Corinthians to see what was happening in 
the church) it gives us an outline image of 
this church and the way Paul appreciates 
what this church brings to the mission and 
ministry of Christ. 
 

How would you write a description for       
Northminster Presbyterian Church? What 
are the strengths and traits we show? 
Where is God’s grace demonstrated and             
spiritual gifts displayed? How do we share 
our appreciation for what God has done with 
us in the past and present as a foundation 
for the future? 
 

During our NPC Vision Retreat at the end of 
April those questions were answered by 
sharing significant stories from our engage-
ment in the life of this church community. 

Those stories help the 60 or so who were 
gathered express and learn from one              
another what we value and appreciate 
about this community of faithful and caring 
servants known as Northminster. Using a 
process called Appreciative Inquiry we           
focused on the things that have brought 
and are bringing us joy and a sense of           
purpose in our desire to connect with God 
and pursue the mission and ministry of    
Jesus. And when we put these stories and 
reflections together it paints a picture of 
who we are and the kind of future we           
envision within God’s will for us. 
 

Next month, on Sunday, July 11 following 
worship, we’ll enjoy a lunch and look                
together at the themes, strengths and      
common characteristics that make us who 
we are. Even if you were not part of the 
initial retreat, your input and participation is 
valuable because all of us will take these 
results and look to see the vision where 
God is guiding us into the future. Our Vision 
Team hopes that the results they’ve           
compiled will be an accurate picture of NPC 
that will help us explore innovative           
approaches to the future that will capitalize 
on the strengths, gifts and talents that God 
has given us to use for the building up of 
the church. Drs. Robert and Kim Voyle say 
this: “Our past is a treasure trove of re-
sources that we can use to build up our 
future. We don’t want to explain yesterday’s 
world. What we want to do is articulate   
tomorrow’s possibilities based on the best 
of our past.” 
 

I hope that you will set aside July 11 and be 
thinking about your image and description 
of NPC and what you appreciate about this 
community, this family. And if you’d like to 
add your stories to the compilation, please 
contact me or sign up on the patio.
