Network Installation
With a network license, the software is run from the server. The license is "checked-out" like a library book, so for example if you have 10 seats of ADT and 10 users have ADT open and running on their workstations, then you don't have any seats left to use until someone closes their ADT down, which then frees up 1 license back on the server.


Prior to the installation you need to make a note of your server’s name and MAC address (also know as Host ID or Physical Address)

Note: If your server has more than one network adapter, this does not matter as you can use any physical address as long as it is listed.

To find this simply go to the DOS prompt and type ipconfig /all and press return.

So in the example below the Server Name would be: SN049739420037 and the MAC address would be 0013D3D33227
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Note: Once you systems is configured and the License Manager is running, any changes you make to the server such as changing the sever name, or changing the network card (which will alter the MAC address) etc will mean that you need to apply for a new license file.

Please make sure that you follow and tick off every step in this guide. Most cases of the Licence Manger not working are due to one or more of these steps being missed. These notes are not long and following them can save a lot of time and frustration in the long run.
License Manager Installation process
Very Important: Before any Autodesk software is installed (sever and user machines) Anti-Virus software MUST be disabled. It can be turned back on once the installation has been completed.

To start the installation process insert the media (DVD or CD) into you server. The autorun feature will then ‘kick-off’ and you will be prompted with the installation dialog box.
1. Under Install, you have options of:
· Stand-Alone Installation 

· Multi-Seat Stand-Alone Deployment 

· Network Deployment

Network Deployment is the option you are after.

Deployment simply means to deploy or distribute files; normally this is across a network. 

2. You will now options to Install the Network License Components, click on Network License Manager.
3. Click Next on the Setup page
4. Click I Accept and Next on the License Agreement page.
5. On the Destination Folder page; accept the default folder by clicking Next. This will place the installed files in C:\Program Files\Autodesk Network License Manager
Note: It is a much better option to accept the default location as this makes any future technical support far easier.

DO NOT install the License Manger on a remote drive; it must be placed on a local drive. UNC naming is NOT supported.

6. Select Next to begin the installation.
7. Select Finish once the installation is complete.

Note: it is not necessary to re-boot

Network License Activation Utility Installation

At the Install the Network License Components options (Step 2 on previous page)

1. Select Network License Activation Utility.
2. Click Next on the Setup page
3. Click I Accept and Next on the License Agreement page.

4. Select the destination folder where the Network Installation Wizard will be installed (again leave the default path chosen) and select Next.

5. Select Next to begin the installation.

6. Select Finish once the installation is complete.

Note: it is not necessary to re-boot

Obtaining your License File

1. Top obtain you license file please e-mail lisa@educad.co.za with the following information set out as below:

· Your Name

· Your Institutions Name

· Your Contact Telephone Number

· Your Server Name

· You MAC of Host ID 
2. You will then be sent your license file by e-mail. You will need to re-name this file from license.dat to license.lic. To do this simply Open the file in Notepad (Not MS Word) and then do a Save As
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Save this file under C:\Program Files\Autodesk Network License Manager\License
Example License.Lic
Server Name: Nostromo

MAC Address: 00113f216d43
Setting up the License Manager (lmtools.exe)

1. Got to Start> Program Files> Autodesk> Network License Manager> LMTOOLS.

2. Select the Config Services Tab.

3. In the Service Name drop-down list, verify that the service you want to use to manage your Autodesk License is selected. If no service name exists, then enter the service name you would like to use to manage Autodesk licenses. E.g. Flexlm Service 1.

4. Enter the path to the lmgrd.exe file. As the default paths were selected upon installation earlier, this path is: C:\Program Files\Autodesk Network License Manager.

5. Enter the path to the License file (license.lic). C:\Program Files\Autodesk Network License Manager\License.

Very Important: This folder MUST be shared.

6. Enter a path where you want the debug log file to be located. Again use the default install path from earlier: C:\Program Files\Autodesk Network License Manager.
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Very Important: The debug.log file MUST be created manually. Open Notepad and then Save As debug.log to C:\Program Files\Autodesk Network License Manager.

8. To run lmgrd.exe as a Windows Service, select Use Services.
9. To automatically start lmgrd.exe when the server starts up, select Start Server at Power Up.
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Select Save Service to save this new configuration under the service name created in Step 3.

11.  Next select the Start/Stop/Reread tab and click on Start Server and then ReRead License File.
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
