Deployment Authorization
As a designated USFA Type III All Hazard Incident Management Team, the NWIMT is available to assist any jurisdiction confronted with an incident that is beyond that jurisdiction’s capabilities in either scope or duration.  The NWIMT may be deployed on local, regional or national events.  Requests for Team support and deployment can occur at any time and must be responded to in a timely manner.   
These policies are set forward by the Northwest Incident Management Team Joint Board of Directors as follows:

NWIMT Deployment Authorization Policies

· Designated NWIMT Team Leaders are authorized to accept State Mobilizations without the approval of the NWIMT Joint Board 
· Prior to deployment out of the Region on WA State Mobilizations, Team Leaders will ensure that there are no on-going local or Regional events which may require the Team’s support 
· Team Leaders shall notify the NWIMT Joint Board of any State Mobilization requests at the time of deployment
· Approval by the Joint Board for all other mobilizations is required prior to the Team’s mobilization and departure 
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
