How will my child be assessed this term?

What will we be covering this term?

	
1st Half Term: 
Students will learn about quantitative chemistry and reversible reactions. Students will learn how to determine relative atomic mass and what methods can be used to determine chemical composition.

2nd Half Term: 
Students will find out how concentration, particle size and temperature can be used to control the rate of a chemical reaction and the energy change in endothermic and exothermic reactions

What will we be covering this term?
	1st Half Term: The first two lessons this half term will give students opportunity to practise exam style questions on units covered at the end of last term namely ‘Interdependence and Adaptation’ and ‘Energy and Biomass in food chains’.  Following this, they will cover a new topic on waste materials from plants and animals.  This topic will help them understand the process of decay and the carbon cycle.  Before the end of the half term, an introduction will also be made on Genes and chromosomes.

2nd Half Term:   Lessons this half term will be used to teach the rest of the chapter on ‘Genetic variation and its control.’  Students will have the opportunity to learn more about sexual and asexual reproduction, cloning in plants and animals and genetic engineering.  They will be doing a presentation on ‘Genetic Engineering’ and the ethical issues related to the topic.



How will my child be assessed this term?
Students’ understanding of the new topic would be continuously assessed via homework set every week.  Moreover, they would regularly be expected to do research work relating to the topic on the internet and occasionally do a group presentation or a poster in an effort to reinforce their learning and to build on their team working spirit.
Students will have 4 biology assessments this term – 2 each half term.
Assessment 1: Interdependence and Adaptation and Food chains
Assessment 2: Waste Materials from plants and animals
Assessment 3: Genes
Assessment 4: End of term exams

The marks of these four assessments would count towards their end of term report.

What will we be covering this term?
	1st Half Term: 2 chapters will be covered this half term namely ‘Energy and Efficiency’ and ‘The usefulness of electrical appliances’.  They will help students deepen their understanding of specific heat capacity, energy transfer and waste, efficiency, the use of Sankey diagrams as well as learn how different electrical appliances use different amounts of electrical energy and powers.  These lessons will also help them to learn how to calculate the cost of electricity consumed and how energy can be saved at home.
This topic carries with it a handful of very interesting experiments.  A couple of them would be done as a demonstration to the students(subject to availability of equipment in the laboratory).   Many of them can also be watched on the internet so as to consolidate theory learnt in lessons.

2nd Half Term: During this half term, students will study about different methods of generating electricity, using both renewable and non-renewable resources and be able to make comparisons amongst them.  They will also be learning about the national grid and electricity transmission.

Religious Studies

Term:			Autumn

What will we be covering this term?

	The school is subscribing to the syllabus offered by the Edexcel examining board. The students will study Unit 4, part 2 and 3 for this term.  

1st Half Term: 
The main topics covered in this term will be on Matters of life and death and marriage and family life in Islam. These chapters will explore issue’s dealing with euthanasia and UK legislation on this subject. We will study what Islam says about euthanasia and Muslims attitudes towards this subject. Students will identity and analyse the causes of the changing attitudes towards marriage, divorce family and homosexuality in the UK. We will look at Islamic teaching on issues relating to family, marriage, divorce and homosexuality, the different Muslim attitudes towards these issues and why followers of the Islamic faith have differing attitudes and opinions on these subjects

2nd Half Term:
In the second part of the term, we will explore features of the mosque and how the mosque helps to encourage and support the community in upholding the family and social values promoted in Islam. Students will also be expected to learn about the different methods of contraception in the UK and reasons for them. Students will study the Islamic position on contraception and why there are different attitudes towards contraception amongst Muslims. 
There will be time, during and at the end of the term for formal assessments. This will take up a number of lessons and will have to be incorporated into the general scheme of work. 




How will my child be assessed this term?
Assessment is a crucial part of teaching and learning and is the primary means of checking how much of the intended knowledge your child has acquired. We will employ a number of strategies and techniques to ensure that we make assessment a central and continuous part of our teaching practice. Pupils learning will be assessed in the lesson via selective questioning and student participation. Homework will form a key part of students’ learning and a useful tool for assessing and recording students’ progress. End of term exams and end of topic test will also be used for summative assessment. Formative assessment will be used to make learners aware of their progress and help formulate a learning strategy that fits the needs of the individual student.   

How can I help my child in this subject?
The exam will assess students’ knowledge and understanding of the religion of Islam. It is therefore beneficial to support your child’s learning of the religion. Good knowledge of Islam would facilitate learning in this subject. Homework provides the learner the opportunity to apply their knowledge and prepare for the exams. It is vital, therefore, that you check your child’s dairy and ensure that your child does the homework that is given to them. They should have at least one piece of homework a week.

What will we be covering this term?

What will we be covering this term?

	
1st Half Term: 

This term we will continue with the 3C Divided Union, we will cover Civil Rights movement in USA, we will cover the origins of the movement, Martin Luther King, Malcolm X and the Black Power movement. We will also look at the student and women rights movement.  This paper will focus on sources. The emphasis will be on how students come to their judgement, they need to be able to analyse and evaluate sources well. 

2nd Half Term: 

Students will be introduced to the penultimate unit in the GCSE syllabus. The new syllabus is modular and we will immediately begin to prepare for the modular exam scheduled for the summer. The module is International relations Unit 1 Edexcel exam board. This term we will start with the origins of the World War I, the peace treaties following World War I.  





How will my child be assessed this term?

There will be four assessed pieces, Some will be Mock Exams, at least one will be an ILP, the results of these will determine the predicted grades of candidates and are therefore extremely important. It will also serve as good practice for the real exams in June.


How can I help my child in this subject?

Encouragement, praise, ensuring that they do their homework and revision. Check their diaries. Not allowing them to just copy and paste things from the web. Encouraging them to read around the subject. Exam practice. Further, students must be aware that there is no time to relax, that the modular exams are a reality. Their notes must be in order. Discipline is essential. They should also familiarise themselves with Mark schemes and exam resources found on the Edexcel website.  BBC bitesize is useful. Further a revision guide on Russia would also be helpful and the Edexcel Student book Divided Union will also help.

What will we be covering this term?

	
1st Half Term: 
Tourism - Students will look at the impacts of tourism on MEDC's and LEDC's. They will extend their knowledge from KS3 to GCSE level by the use of case studies. Students will examine popular tourist destination and investigate what drives tourism in those areas. They will also have a chance to look at the impact of tourism on Islamic countries and question the impact of tourism on the portrayal of Islam.

2nd Half Term: 

Population Change - Students will be looking at the world issues surrounding population changes and will be considering the short term and long term implications of problems. By formulating their own opinions from investigation and analysis of information, they will be expected to be able to apply ideas to both familiar and unfamiliar contexts. They will be using the skills they have covered from the previous two topics and consolidating this knowledge of human Geography next term.
