	1st Half Term: This half term students will be examining a poem entitled the Raven and Tell Tale Heart by Edgar Allan Poe.  Students will critically analyse these poems by focusing on structure, language, imagery, mood and theme. Students will also practise reading poems with emotion and expression as part of their end of term assessment.

What will we be covering this term?

How will my child be assessed this term?

Any missed homework will be flagged up through their diaries, so please do check them.

Biology B1
Term:			Spring
Year:			9G

What will we be covering this term?
	1st Half Term: In this half term students will build on KS3 material on the menstrual cycle as well as learn about the role of reproductive hormones oestrogen, FSH and LH.  They will also cover ‘Control in Plants’ and learn about Auxin, a plant hormone which affects the growth of plants.  Following this chapter on Hormones, they will start a new topic namely ‘The use and abuse of drugs’ whereby they will be learning about stages involved in the production of a new drug in the pharmaceutical industry.

2nd Half Term: In this half term students will complete the chapter ‘The use and abuse of drugs’ and start a new topic on ‘Interdependence and Adaptation’.  During the first 2 weeks, they will be learning about both legal and illegal drugs.  Opportunity will be given in class for students to discuss their research about the use and abuse of drugs.    The chapter ‘Interdependence and Adaptation’ will introduce them to the realities of the animal world and show them how animals constantly have to compete for resources and adapt themselves to environmental change.



How will my child be assessed this term?
Students’ understanding of the new topic would be continuously assessed via homework set every week.  Moreover, they would regularly be expected to do research work relating to the topic on the internet and occasionally do a group presentation or a poster in an effort to reinforce their learning and to build on their team working spirit.
Students will have 4 biology assessments this term – 2 each half term.
Assessment 1: Reproductive hormones, Controlling fertility and Auxin
Assessment 2: Drugs
Assessment 3: Interdependence and Adaptation
Assessment 4: End of term exams

The marks of these four assessments would count towards their end of term report.

Chemistry C1

Term:			Spring
Year:			9G

What will we be covering this term?
	1st Half Term: The students will spend the first lessons of this half term finishing the chapter on ‘Metals and their uses’.  They would be learning about ‘Aluminium and Titanium’, their physical and chemical properties and their uses as well as learn about ‘Metals and the environment.’  They would be given an opportunity to do a presentation on ‘Recycling of metals’.  Following this,  they will cover the chapter on ‘Crude Oil and fuels’ whereby they will consider  the effect of air pollution, methods to reduce air pollution, the use of alternative fuels and fractional distillation of crude oil into its different fractions.
2nd Half Term:  This half term, students will cover new material on ‘Useful Substances from crude oil’.  It would be the first time, they will be doing organic chemistry and they would be a lot of new technical terms to learn.  The chapter will cover alkanes, cracking, alkenes, making ethanol, polymers from alkenes and polymers and waste.

Students’ understanding of the new topic would be continuously assessed via homework set every week.  Moreover, they would regularly be expected to do research work relating to the topic on the internet and occasionally do a group presentation or a poster in an effort to reinforce their learning and to build on their team working spirit.

What will we be covering this term?
	1st Half Term: In this half term students will build on KS3 material covered in year 7 on electricity and energy transfers.  In the topic ‘The usefulness of electrical appliances’, started last term, they will be learning about power and electrical energy used by a variety of appliances and how the cost of electricity consumed is usually calculated.  This would hopefully be an eye-opener for them to save more energy at home.  In the second topic to be covered this half term, they will have the opportunity to learn about different methods used to generate electricity, compare them and also learn about the national grid and electricity transmission.

2nd Half Term: A new chapter on waves will be covered this half term.  It will cover properties of waves in general, light and sound waves and the use of waves for communication.

Moreover, they would regularly be expected to do research work relating to the topic on the internet and occasionally do a group presentation or a poster in an effort to reinforce their learning and to build on their team working spirit.

What will we be covering this term?

	
1st Half Term: Students will be studying Arabic from the book العربية بين يديك (Al-Arabuyyatu bayna Yadayk). In this half term we will study chapter 9 التسوق (Shopping). We will cover new target language associated with this topic then cover exercises designed to improve students listening, reading and writing skills.

2nd Half Term: In this half term we will study chapter 10 الجو (Weather). The chapter will introduce new target language for the students to be able to converse about the particular situation. There are additional exercises for students to improve their pronunciation and handwriting. Various grammar components will also be continued in this term.

In addition students will also be introduces to and assessed on grammars which have been specified in the Edexcel Arabic curriculum.

What will we be covering this term?

	
1st Half Term: 
Since the girls have not had an opportunity to study Islamic history, this will be their last opportunity to study it before we go on to their GCSEs.  The units will help to encourage students to analyse, research and further their curiosity of Islamic history.  This term we will look at Cordoba and Islamic civilisation in Spain. We will see how the environment encouraged cultural syncretism where the three faiths lived together. The units have cross curricular links with Geography, Citizenship and RE.

2nd Half Term: 
In the second term pupils will focus more on Sources and media representation. We will look at The Alhambra and see how this building impacted on Modern design and the transfer of knowledge. We will look at how to analyse and evaluate sources by looking at the Crusades and finally media representation and see how the past is reconstructed and how stereotypes are formed. It has cross curricular links with Citizenship.

What will we be covering this term?
1st Half Term:

Citizenship

What will we be covering this term?

1st Half Term:	Producing the news - In this unit, pupils explore the roles and responsibilities of those in the media who provide information to the public, within the context of a democratic society. Pupils role-play news editors, compiling a radio news broadcast and making editorial decisions under real time pressures. They explore issues as they take part in editorial decision-making, and consider a variety of points of view. They consider how to balance competing rights, eg the right to free speech and the right to privacy. Pupils record their news bulletin, which should be based on current news items.
2nd Half Term:	How the economy functions - This unit focuses on how the economy functions. It helps pupils to understand the role of the individual, business and government in the workings of the economy, and how money flows between them.
By looking at individual and family expenditure, issues relating to personal finance and saving for the future are developed. Understanding of the role of government in the economy, at both local and national level, is built up from the links made between taxation and expenditure. The responsibilities of taxpayers are considered.

Assessment will be based on class discussions, class work and weekly homework.
