Health and Safety Policy

Statement of organisation and arrangements for ensuring health and safety (Code of Practice)

Introduction

This is a statement of organisation and arrangements (code of practice) for Al-Khair School.

The school is committed to ensuring a high standard of health, safety and welfare for all staff, pupils, visitors and contractors.

This statement deals with those aspects over which the Headteacher has control and it covers safety associated with the building structure, plant, fixed equipment and services. It describes how the Headteacher is expected to discharge his/her responsibilities in respect of pupils, visitors and other employees who are present on school premises.

The aim of the statement is to ensure that all reasonably practical steps are taken to ensure the safety and welfare of all the persons using the premises:

· To establish and maintain a safe and healthy environment throughout the school;

· To establish and maintain safe working procedures among staff and pupils;

· To make arrangements which minimise the risks to health in connection with the use, storage and transport of articles and substances;

· To ensure the provision of sufficient information, instruction and supervision to enable all people working on the site and the pupils to avoid hazards and contribute positively to their own safety and health at work and to ensure that they have access to health and safety training as and when provided;

· To maintain a safe and healthy place of work and safe access and exit from it;

· To formulate effective procedures for use in case of fire and other emergencies, including the evacuation of the school premises when necessary;

· To set out procedures to be followed in case of an accident;

· To provide and maintain adequate welfare facilities.

· To review from time to time (a) the provision of first aid in the school and (b) the emergency regulations and make recommendations for improving existing procedures
