Religious Education and Act of Worship Policy

Rationale
At Al-Khair, we have regard for the DfES guidance and legislation which surrounds the delivery of religious education for all pupils and the requirement for a mainly Islamic daily act of worship. However, this must be necessarily confined by the practicalities of appropriate spaces as well as the desire not to exclude pupils of different faiths who add richness to our school life.

Daily Act of Worship

· Every pupil has the opportunity to take part in daily acts of worship.

· This consists of the prayers which a Muslim must perform during the day. 

· If a pupil is not of the Islamic faith, then their parents upon written request to the Headteacher may specify that their child does not take part in daily acts of worship, in which case private study provision is made available for them at this time. 

Religious Education
· All pupils undertake Religious Education every week throughout Key Stage 1, Key Stage 2 and Key Stage 3.

· The agreed syllabus for religious education in Croydon schools is followed and is the basis for all schemes of work.

· If appropriate, religious education may be studied to examination level to a half or full GCSE standard.
