Multicultural, Educational and Equal Opportunities Policy

Rationale
The School aims to achieve equal opportunity for all pupils irrespective of race, gender, ethnic origin, religion and culture (the individual differences)

Purposes

1. To actively develop in pupils, respect for and a sense of value of the individual difference.

2. To ensure pupils realise the destructive nature of prejudice and it manifestations.

3. To prevent all forms of discrimination.

4. To protect pupils from harassment and abuse on the grounds of their individual differences.

POLICY
1. Consistent with the School's aims:

1.1. The School's academic and pastoral curriculum provided to all pupils is to reflect and celebrate the diversity of our society.

1.2. The resources used by teachers must provide a balance of experiences which reflect the individual differences but not actively or inadvertently foster prejudice.

2. Subject only to pupils' individual potential to derive educational benefit from it, teachers must ensure that all pupils receive equal access to the curriculum (as chosen by the parents / pupils where applicable) provided in their respective years).

3. The Personal and Social Education curriculum is to make provision aimed at achieving Purpose 2 above as early as practicable in the pupils' time at school.

4. Publicity material and displayed evidence of pupils' achievements must broadly reflect the representation of pupils with the individual difference in the School.

5. Teachers are to demonstrate openly that taunts and slurs based on the individual difference are unacceptable. The school's pupil guidance scheme is to be applied on discrimination. It is to be made clear to pupils and parents that harassment and abuse on the grounds of individual difference will be treated with equal severity to bullying (i.e. exclusion).

6. Any racist literature found on school premises is to be confiscated and offensive racist symbols are not to be allowed on badges or clothes worn on school premises.

7. Immediate action is to be taken to remove any slogans relating to the individual difference appearing on the school premises.
