What will we be covering this term?

	
1st Half Term: Students will be studying ‘Festivals & Special Days and Lifestyle & Social Practices’. This will cover various acts of Islamic worship from Prayer to the Hajj pilgrimage. We will also cover days of celebration.

A basic knowledge of current affairs is also necessary for this course so your son should be encouraged to read one of the broadsheet newspapers every day as well as listen to the news.
As always, reading is essential as this will help to build up your son’s vocabulary so facilitating a reading hour daily will be beneficial too.
