What will we be covering this term?


		1st Half Terms: Pupils in year 9 will be studying the unit ‘Settlement’ in the first half of the term. They will look at how settlements vary in site, size, structure and function. The global phenomenon of urbanisation and the challenges it presents to human populations will also be examined. Pupils will compare and contrast the situations in developed and developing countries. They will learn about redevelopment issues in inner cities in developed countries as well as the widespread growth of shanty towns in developing countries. Pupils will also evaluate some of the attempts made to solve these problems.  

2nd Half Term: After half term pupils will be studying the unit ‘Managing resources’. Management of resources is crucial to sustainable development which is a pressing concern for both developing and developed countries. Pupils will first look at the use of non-renewable over renewable fuels and consequences for global warming. Also in this unit pupils will look at tourism as a growth industry in both developing and developed countries. Pupils will learn about how tourism can lead to an increase in economic development, but also it’s potential to bring about social and environmental problems.
