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MARRIAGE MATTERS 
Thought for the Month

By the time that you read this I hope that you will have been blessed 
by the “Marriage on Fire” conference in September.  Thanks to Scott 
and  Angela  Hunter, to Tony Russ, to the Marriage Team, to our 
sponsors  and  volunteers,  and to all of you who  participated, for 
making this a wonderful weekend. 
 

Now it is time to get back to the “Love Dare” book by Stephen and 
Alex Kendrick. In our previous conversation we were reminded that 
“love makes good impressions,” that greeting our spouses with joy and 
love was very important in our relationship.  
 

Day 10 is entitled “Love is Unconditional” and here is something to 
think about.  If someone asked us, “Why do you love your wife?” or 
“Why do you love your husband?” what would we say?  Most of us 
men would probably mention our wife’s beauty, her sense of humor, 
her  kindness,  her inner  strength,  her cooking, etc.  Wives might 
mention their husband’s good looks or personality, his steadfastness 
and character, or that he has always been there for her.  
 

These are all wonderful, but what if over the years our spouse stopped 
being all of these things? Would we still love them? Based on the 
answers  above, the only logical  response would be “no.”   If our  
reasons  for  loving  our spouse  are  based  on  those  qualities alone  
then  our  love  has  no  basis if those qualities suddenly disappear.  
 

The only way love can last a lifetime is if it’s unconditional. In fact, 
this love is not determined by the one being loved but rather by the 
one  choosing  to  love.  The  Bible  refers to this as agape love. It 
differs from phileo (friendship) and eros (sexual love).  Both have an 

important part in marriage but they are more responsive in nature and 
fluctuate based on feelings. Agape love on the other hand, is selfless 
and unconditional. So, unless this kind of love forms the foundation of 
our marriage, the wear and tear of time will destroy it. Agape love is 
“sickness and health,” “for richer or poorer,” “for better for worse.” It 
is the only true love.  
 

In a  word of  personal  testimony,  my wife  recently told me of a 
husband who left his wife when she was diagnosed with MS. To the 
contrary,  I saw my brother-in-law demonstrate agape love to its fullest 
when my sister was diagnosed with brain cancer. She lost her beauty,  
her ability to do things they enjoyed together, including love-making. 
Yet, he was with her, encouraging her, loving her, caring for her 
physical needs, taking care of the house and children,  and finally 
holding her close as she went to be with our Lord 2 ½ years later. That 
is true love and I’ll always love him for that.  
 

Isn’t that the way God love us?  There is nothing we can do to make 
Him love us more. He just does. It is something we receive from Him 
and then share with others. I John 4:19 says, “We love, because He 
first  loved  us.” So if we want  to  experience  agape  love  in our 
marriages, it must come from Him who will love our spouse through 
us as only He can. If agape love is the foundation of our marriages, the 
friendship  and  romantic  aspects of our love  will  become  more 
enduring than ever before. And when our enjoyment of each other as 
best friends and lovers is based on unwavering commitment, we will 
experience an intimacy that cannot be achieved any other way. How 
wonderful it will be.  
 

I Dare You…… Do something out of the ordinary today for your 
spouse……something that proves (to you and to them) that your love 
is based on your choice and nothing else. Wash her car, clean the 
kitchen, buy his favorite dessert, fold the laundry. Demonstrate love 
for the sheer joy of being married to this special person in your life.

No pow’r of hell, no scheme of man, 
Can ever pluck me from His hand; 
Till He returns or calls me home-

(Romans 8),  they  are teaching truths that give  Christians 
courage, hope, and trust in their mighty Savior.  What a joy it is 
to hear our congregation lift their voices in praise, petition and 
prayer as we sing together great hymns like “In Christ Alone.”

A reason to be part of our Mission Carteret Fall Festival Halloween Event — it’s a way to share your faith that is not scary. 
  

Halloween is all about getting scared—for real or make-believe—with ghosts, spiders, witches, and scary faces 
all around.    But as scary as Halloween is, there is something even scarier for many church people and that is 
sharing their faith.  Deep down inside, most believers feel they ought to be doing more to let people know about 
the joy of salvation in Jesus, but at the same time, many would rather meet “a real ghost” or walk through a pit 
of live slimy creatures than share their faith with a neighbor. 

Why is this so scary? — Every individual has his or her own reasons, but I find much of the fear comes from 
mistaken ideas about “witnessing” that are no more true than the masks worn on Halloween.  The false boogey-

man version of faith sharing for many involves going up to a total stranger and asking “Are you saved?” or some similar question and then 
painfully going through a short tract or little memorized presentation.  There is nothing wrong with that approach if you are comfortable 
doing it, but many of us are of somewhat more timid temperament and would welcome an alternative method. 

A non-scary way to share your faith — One alternative to the “confrontational method is to simply invite people to come to an event 
where they can meet Jesus.  That’s what the disciples did. With the exception of Peter, we don’t have a record of any of them preaching—
maybe it was scary for them also.  What they  did was bring people to Jesus: Andrew brought Peter; Phillip brought Nathaniel; Matthew 
invited his friends to a party to meet Jesus. 
 

Simply bringing people to Jesus at a church event—that’s not scary.   Pray that  once they meet him and his people 
that they will  continue the  journey to know him  personally  and to trust him as forgiver and leader.  Bringing 
people to Jesus–that’s what our Fall Festival is all about.  Details for the event can be found in your bulletin. 
 

Invite your friends to join us.  We promise – no scary stuff, but an incredible opportunity for young and old to 
bring friends to an event where they can begin to know Jesus, the savior, who can remove all our fears forever.
