1. Plan a net fishing/fellowship type event for/with your group. 

2. Plan a serving project for your group
Word Time Exodus 14:5-31
As a result of the 10th plague (the death of the Egyptian 1st born on the night of Passover) Pharaoh had finally let the Israelites go. 

1. Why do you think Pharaoh changed his mind and went after the Israelites? (14:5)
2. If I looked up and saw the Egyptian army coming, I would….(14:10-12)
3. What was Moses thinking as he raised his staff at the Red Sea? (14:15-18, 21)

4. As the Israelites walked across on dry ground, they 
a. Took their time?
b. Kept their eyes on the wall of water?

c. Walked with confidence?

d. Sprinted in terror?

5. God’s goal always is that the world may now Him. Does this include the Egyptians? (See 14:4, 18)

6. There seems to be a pattern here that the Lord is reinforcing for them and for us. Read 14:13-15. There is a balance during times of struggle and trial between “being still” and between “moving on.”

Dialog a bit about applications for you and your life from “time to be still” to “time to move on.”

What has God taught you in the past about “being still’? About “moving on”?
What is God calling for you now?
7. Retrace the Israelites’ movement from fear (14:10-12) to faith (14:29-31). Any parallels in your life?
8. What is the one “pursing army” you fear in your life right now? 
9. How is God leading you up to this point? In circles? In the dark? Through fire? Do you feel abandoned by those you trusted? 
10. In what ways might this passage help you to trust God with your fears?

11. Read 14:17-18. God led them His way, not a way that may have been shorter. Why? Do you think there’s a lesson for your life on how and why God is leading you right now?

12. Read Hebrews 1:1-3 to see the sureness of God’s leading for us in our day. 
13. Think on one person you will share your “exodus story” with this week. 
14. Close in Prayer with thanksgiving for God’s clear lead in Jesus!
