In addition to that kindness towards others makes everyone feel happy. AGE: 18 months to 3 
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This book is a great book for teaching young kids not only the importance of pet care, but also the fundamentals. Photographs of children as young as two will help your child learn that pet care has no age limit. AGE: 3 to 6
