	MISSING SEAL DETAIL

For any missing seal, component removal and inspection is required.  A CompCar Official must be present during all component removal procedures 
	
	

	Instructions for missing seals continued on page two of this inspection
Broken seal are to be visually inspected to identify if they were broken by way of wear and tear or if evidence that the seal was cut is evident.

The following procedures are to be followed in the event that seals are missing or evidence that the seals were cut is present.
Missing carburetor seal – remove carburetor and inspect gasket set.  Gaskets are to be in the original factory condition.  Original gaskets will overhang the spacer plate and act as the Orpheus metering devise.  Trimmed gaskets to fit the spacer plate opening are illegal and must be replaced.  

Inspect carburetor for original factory unpolished condition. All polished carburetors will be confiscated.  

Visually inspect the interior of the intake manifold – the manifold should be in the original unpolished factory condition.  Any manifold that appears to be polished should be removed for further inspection.  All polished manifolds will be confiscated.
Upon removal of the intake manifold, visual inspection of the engine head intake ports should be inspected. – The head intake ports should be in original unpolished factory condition.  If the head ports appear to be polished the race car shall in impounded for complete teardown and inspection of all engine components.
	
	

	Missing Intake Manifold seal – Remove the intake manifold - visual inspection of the engine head intake ports should be inspected. – The head intake ports should be in original unpolished factory condition.  If the head ports appear to be polished the race car shall be impounded for complete teardown and inspection of all engine components.
	
	

	Missing cam shaft seal – Remove the valve cover and inspect the cam shaft for factory specification.  Inspect the head bolts for recent evidence of removal.  If evidence indicates the head bolts were removed, the race car shall be impounded for complete teardown and inspection of all engine components.
	
	

	Missing oil pan seal – visually inspect the oil pan bolts and oil pan gasket seal for evidence of recent removal.  If evidence of recent removal is present, the race car shall be impounded for further investigation and possible tear down and inspection.
	
	

	Any Driver or owner that refuses the prescribed procedure for inspection shall be ban from competition, and or fine for infractions, and or placed on probation pending sanctions levied by CompCar of N.C. or N.A.S.A. TX

	Inspect window net for condition and expiration date
	
	

	Inspect seat belts / driver restraint for condition and expiration date
