Dear Basketball Families,

Welcome to another exciting year of Beckman Boys Basketball! We are delighted that your son has chosen to participate in our program. As we begin our seventh year, we are thrilled with the athleticism shown by our players and the professionalism of our coaching staff.  All our teams were competitive last year, with our JV and Freshmen teams winning their League titles.  In addition to league play, we will be hosting two tournaments this year, at the Varsity and Junior Varsity levels. With our continued growth and development, and with the severe cutbacks all sports programs have encountered in the last couple of years, we need your support more than ever.

We are collecting fees for participation in the program for the 2010-2011 season.  The fees this year are $500 per player (same as last year).  Booster fees cover uniforms, warm up gear, equipment, local travel, coaches, conditioning clinics and other booster-related events.  Without these fees, we simply cannot have the basketball program that we do.  We are requiring all fees be received by October 15, 2010.  If you do not plan on doing any fundraising or selling any sponsorship ads, we would greatly appreciate receiving your fees at the barbecue, as we have a number of expenditures that need to be made between now and October.

There are a number of opportunities to defray some or all of the costs associated with basketball participation.  On our website (and distributed at the barbecue), you will find a sample donor letter to send to a business you may know who may wish to sponsor the team and receive advertising in return.  Also on the website and distributed at the barbecue are the forms for purchasing a banner ad or space in the 2010-2011 basketball Yearbook.  The banner is displayed at all home games and the Yearbooks are purchased by players’ families and distributed/sold throughout the season at games.  If a player sells a banner ad (1, 2 or 3 year commitment), all of his fees for participation in the program are covered (i.e. you will owe nothing for fees for this year).  For each $300 sold in program ads, you can offset $250 in fees (i.e. if you sell $600 in ads, you will owe nothing in fees).  We will not be pro-rating ads sold to offset fees, so to defray $250 in fees, you must sell at least $300 in ads.  If you have any questions about fees, selling ads or defraying costs, please feel free to contact either Head Coach Fischel or Todd Wulffson, our Booster Club President.

In addition to the financial commitment, we request each family volunteer to work the scorer's table at two home games (one of which must be a tournament) and work the snack bar for two games.  Working the scorer’s table guarantees you the best seats for the game as you are courtside, and you can also watch the game while you sell snacks, drinks and yearbooks at the snack bar table.  If you would like to donate an additional $50 to the Booster club, you can opt out of half of that commitment, and we will find a replacement for you or hire a student to do so.  We still need every family to work the scorer table for at least one tournament game, however, as we are required to have an adult at the table for all varsity games.

It has all the documents there regarding fundraising and selling ad space, including a copy of this letter.  We look forward to a successful season working together to enhance the athletic and personal development of the Beckman High School Basketball players.
