A s I sit and ponder over the task that

In my thanks to God I am also thanking Him 
for you.  God has used you (all that have sup-
ported this vision financially and prayerfully) 
to make the necessary provision available.  
 
Your finances have gone to the changing of 
peoples lives. 
 
God has granted me the needed strength and 
made me able for this. 
 
For  those reading this and saying ‘I am too 
old,’ I can’t do this ‘ or whatever the other ex-
cuses you are making, remember the Word of 
God says: ‘I can do all things through Christ 
who gives me the strength. 
 
The hour is getting to be late and some of you 
my friends have been putting off getting 
started on your ‘assignment’.
