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  SWANA ARIZONA CHAPTER SCHOLARSHIP 

The criteria for selection:
Eligible candidates must be a SWANA member, spouse/partner, partner, son, daughter, grandson or granddaughter of a SWANA Member (sponsor) in good standing.  SWANA Student Members in good standing are also eligible for Category II.
Award categories:
Category I:  Graduating high school seniors or graduate equivalent certified candidates who have been accepted for enrollment in a four-year college, or a university (any program).  Eligible candidates must be a SWANA member, son, daughter, grandson or granddaughter of a SWANA Member (sponsor) in good standing as of May 1st.

Category II:  Currently enrolled full-time college or university students who are entering their junior or senior undergraduate year and pursuing a degree in environmental science, engineering, or other suitable major related to the field of solid waste management.  Eligible candidates must be a SWANA member, spouse/partner, son, daughter, grandson or granddaughter of a SWANA Member (sponsor) in good standing as of May 1st or a SWANA Student Member in good standing.

Category III:  SWANA Chapter member who is pursuing educational opportunities, training or professional development.  Preference will be given to those matriculating towards a degree; and to coursework, training or professional development in the solid waste, or environment related field.

Category IV:  Environmental Advocate
SWANA member, spouse, son, daughter who is pursuing educational opportunities outside of the environmental field, but has demonstrated a commitment to the environment and sustainability through volunteer activities, lifestyle, or community/work projects. A description of this demonstrated commitment should be limited to 1-2 pages and submitted with the application.

Synopsis of Program: 
The Solid Waste Association of North America, (SWANA), is the leading professional association in the solid waste management field.  SWANA’s mission is "to advance the practice of environmentally and economically sound management of municipal solid waste."  SWANA serves over 8,000 members and thousands more industry professionals with technical conferences, certifications, publications and a large offering of technical training courses. 
The Arizona Chapter of SWANA’s Environmental Study Opportunities Program is offering up to two thousand dollars ($2,000) in scholarships to create opportunities for students to explore areas of environmental study for full-time college or university students who are pursuing a degree in Environmental Sciences, Environmental Engineering or related areas.

Applicants must attend a fully accredited U.S. college or university (located in the U.S. or its territories).  Applicants must also be citizens of the United States or its territories.  Eligible candidates must be SWANA members, or may be the spouse/partner, son, daughter, grandson or granddaughter of a SWANA Member in good standing as of May 1, 2012.

The necessary forms for submitting an Environmental Study Opportunities Program application can be found on the AZ SWANA web site, http://www.azswana.org  To apply, you must use the application package available on the web site and follow the application submittal procedures. 
Funding Opportunity Description:
The AZ SWANA Chapter invites students to submit applications for the Environmental Study Opportunities Program (ESOP).  The deadline for receipt of applications is May 1, 2012.  Subject to availability of funding, AZ SWANA intends to award up to $2,000 in scholarships by July 2012.  Master's level students may receive support for a maximum of two years.  The ESOP provides up to $2,000 in scholarship per year.  This amount can be used for tuition, books and fees.  The ESOP is intended to help defray costs associated with advanced, environmentally oriented study leading to a Bachelor’s, Master's or Doctoral degree.

AZ SWANA Environmental Study Opportunities Program Training/Meeting: 
Scholarship recipients are expected to attend an AZ SWANA meeting to receive the scholarship.

Environmental Study Opportunities Program

Paper Application

As a scholarship candidate, a student must meet certain criteria set forth by Arizona Chapter Environmental Study Opportunities Program

· Be a citizen of the United States and a current Arizona resident.
· Be a graduate of an accredited high school or graduate equivalent certified candidate who has been accepted for enrollment in a college, or any university. 
· Have maintained a cumulative GPA in high school of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale. If currently enrolled in college, students must have a 2.5 cumulative GPA on a 4.0 scale.
· Be enrolled as a full-time student (12 credit hours minimum per semester). 

· Write a one page essay explaining why they should be chosen for the Environmental Study Opportunities Program.
· Provide a list and summary of school and community activities they have participated in.
· Pursuit of a Bachelor’s or Master’s degree in an environmental field or related discipline is desired but not required.
· Maintain a 2.5 GPA on a 4.0 scale each semester for the duration of the scholarship.

· Remain a full-time student for the duration of the scholarship for categories I and II.
Areas of Study
· Engineering students pursuing undergraduate and graduate degrees in Civil, Chemical, Mechanical, Agricultural Engineering, or Environmental Engineering

· Environmental students pursuing undergraduate and graduate degrees in Geology, Biology, Wildlife Management, Planning, some aspect of Natural Resource Management or a closely related field.

· Chemistry students pursuing undergraduate and graduate degrees in the field of Environmental Chemistry
· Law students pursuing undergraduate and graduate degrees in Environmental Law or Sustainability Planning Law. 

Award Procedure
The scholarship(s) will be awarded to students selected by the AZ SWANA selection board.  The amount of the scholarships is up to $2,000 per year based on appropriated funds. 
All selection criteria listed below will be evaluated on an equal basis:

- GPA, course content, and test scores

- School and community activities/involvement

- Evidence of leadership and character

- Evaluation of essay

- Recommendations from responsible parties
Information Needed For Scholarship Committee
- Completed application form  
- Essay
- Copies of all supporting documentation requested.
Deadline
All requested information must be postmarked by January 31, 2012.   Applicants wishing to be considered for SWANA’s National awards must also complete the additional application attached and provide it to the Arizona Chapter by May 1, 2012.
