Adrian Flores, one of our scouts, Troop 887, is doing his 
Eagle Scout project at the church. He is building a 
prayer/Mary garden and shrine. It will have a 5 foot 
blessed mother statue located out front of the Church.  A 
sidewalk will start from the existing sidewalk and go out 
to a round area where the Mary statue will be centered. 
He is placing 3 cement benches around her and placing 
plants around the circle. He is moving pretty fast be-
cause he turns 18 Aug 22nd and all work must be done 
before he turns 18.   He is selling engraved bricks to be 
used as pavers in the walkway. All profits from the sale 
of the bricks will be used to complete the project. The 
pavers will be a permanent part of the garden. The cost 
is $60 per brick..
