Mystery Book Report

Due Feb. 3rd
You will choose and read a mystery novel (check book with Mr. Burnett first). You will then complete activities when you are finished. Most of this will be done on your own time.

The following are required activities:

*Genre study: complete a venn diagram that compares a mystery novel with a different genre (fantasy, historical fiction, etc.) Don’t compare specific books, but rather just the elements that make each genre different. 

*A story map telling the characters, setting, plot, rising action, climax and resolution of your book. Remember, in a mystery, the climax is that moment when the mystery is finally solved.

The following are optional activities. Pick two:

* Create a power point presentation (at least 4 slides) that shows the elements of a good mystery and how your mystery book fit into each element. (example: all mysteries have a solution. In my novel, the solution was that Kelly found out Tamara had been the one stealing her lipstick…all mysteries have clues, the clues in this novel were…..etc)
*Write a book review. Pretend you work for an internet site that reviews books. Write a review telling about the book without giving away the ending to potential readers. Discuss what you enjoyed about the book, what you think the author could have done better and give it a rating out of 5 stars. (one being not so good, 5 stars being excellent) One page typed or cursive.

* Create an informational poster that identifies the mystery and the solution, at least 3 clues that were given by the author and an illustration that gives the viewer information about your novel.
*Your mystery had a solution. The story would be much different had the mystery been solved in a different way. Rewrite the ending of your mystery with a new ending and a new solution…….one page typed or handwritten.
