Ministry of helps or support ministry that serves in a department and proven faithful.

Ministry License:
A ministry license is issued to two categories of people. The first are those people who

are in part-time of ministry, which requires a license or similar identification to help them
perform their tasks. Such credentials would be appropriate for people who do not earn
their living from their ministry, do not oversee an organized group of believers, or do not
consider their ministry functions as their primary vocation. Spouses of ordained
ministers may be licensed, as they may need credentials to function as a ministry team. A
ministry license is issued to those applicants whose ministry demands recognition as a
clergy person, one fitting the definition of Apostle, Prophet, Evangelist, Pastor or
Teacher, according to Eph 4:11.

A ministry license is also issued to those qualified or are becoming qualified for
ordination but are becoming known to the L.M.I.LM.F. leadership for a period of not less
than a year. These are people who expect to be ordained at some time but are developing
a relationship with us so that we can identify the fruit of their ministry and their life
behavior.

Ordination:

This credential is issued to those people with a definable full time or primary vocation
ministry. The candidate must be known to L.M.LM.F. for a minimum of one year,
usually carrying a ministerial license and sending periodic reports to the L.M.ILM.F.
leadership. Men and women qualifying for ordination shall have a vocation description
of counselor, missionary, psalmist or one of those identified in Ephesians 4:11, or
otherwise be responsible for the leadership of at least 25 people. The minimum time
period may be waived if the applicant is currently ordained by another recognized
ministry or over one year and meets all other requirements.

Ordination is awarded after a thorough search of a person’s references and the
endorsement of others who know the results of their ministry. A laying on hands will be
arranged for these L.M.LM.F. ministers receiving ordination. This service will be held as
a part of our regular Sunday morning services at the Lighthouse Revival Center.
