OPERATION SHIP-SHAPE 

 

A year ago, four of us who lead in worship attended a national “Creative Church Conference” at the Fellowship 

Church in Grapevine, TX.  One of the featured speakers was Second Baptist Houston’s pastor Ed Young.  The man 

knows more about building local churches that reach people for Christ than just about anybody alive.  He said this, 

and it blew me away:  “I can walk your church building at 2 o’clock on a Tuesday morning and I can tell you 

whether or not your church is reaching people for Christ!”  I thought, “Wow!”  and then I thought “Whoa!”.  Here 

is the question:  Does our church facility speak of our attention to those people we want to be reaching for Christ, 

or does it speak of our focus on ourselves?  You see, we can get used to just about anything:  stained ceiling tiles, 

smelly restrooms, walls in need of a coat of paint, dirty glass, a junky facility, and a lot more bad stuff.  We get used 

to it and we don’t see it any more.  Well, times be a’changing!  

 

About 5 weeks ago I launched with our staff, “Operation Ship Shape”.  It is all about us putting our facilities into 

“Ship Shape”, and keeping it that way.  We built a detailed punch list of things that need to be done to get our 

facilities ready for an incoming tide of first-time guests. We broke the long list down into who would do what and 

went to work on it.  A good chunk of the punch list items can best be accomplished in a “WORK DAY” setting.  We 

set two work days that coincide with our target completion date of April 10th, which is two weeks before Easter.  

Here are the two church wide work days: 

Saturday, March 12th   8:00 AM start  

Saturday, April 2nd   8:00 AM start 

 

Charlie Cobb, who leads our building maintenance team, may be contacting you or your Sunday School class or 

department with an assignment, and Charlie will be getting together the supplies needed to do the work. Please 

mark these dates on your calendar and plan on being a part of these church wide work days. We will have a little 

fun (not much, but some anyway) and build friendships and do a good work in the Name of the Lord.  Just show up 

at 8:00 AM (or when you can) on the given dates and we will roll up our sleeves and get to work.  It takes a lot of 

ants on the hill to get these things done, so plan to come and do your share.  We need your help and you need to 

do your part.   

“Bring a Friend!” 

These are the three words that I want to become a mantra in our church!  “BRING A FRIEND!”  Every survey 

conducted across the past fifty years that gauges why people attend a particular church for the 

very first time indicates that they do so because they were persistently invited by a friend.  

“Persistence” is the key.  They will finally show up just to get you off their case, if for no other 

reason.  Let’s make “Bring a Friend!” as much a part of the culture of our church as is, “Across the 

Street and Around the World”! 

Have I told you lately how much I love you and how much Dianne and I enjoy serving you?  Well, there it is!  I will 

see you Sunday with bells on ... and they will be ringing!
