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Opportunity Knocks: Easter Sunday 2011

EASTER WORSHIP ATTENDANCE GOAL: 1000 (one thousand)

Why? Because that 1000 is not just a number — it is people — one thousand people in fact! One thousand people
who will be exposed to the very exciting work God is doing in and around the First Baptist Crosby fellowship.
Because one thousand people will open God’s Word with us and hear the most revolutionary message on earth,
the message of Easter: That Jesus Christ has prevailed over sin and walked out of a tomb He borrowed for three
days and nights and triumphed over the final enemy of man: DEATH! Because one thousand people will have a
positive experience of worship and fellowship and they will hear the simple, profound message of the Gospel.
Because we will establish a spiritual “beach-head” with about 250 of those 1000 people who do not normally
attend any church at all. Besides all that, 1000 is a nice round number. And, one thousand is a really fun,
audacious, over the top, exciting, energizing goal for our church.

How? In 2009 we had 573 in Easter worship. In 2010 we had 701 in Easter worship. How can we jump to 1000?
Here is how! First, the space issue: we will add, for Easter Sunday only, an additional worship service. We will
have three services Easter Sunday: 7:30 and 9:00 and 10:30! That gives us the worship space we need. The extra
parking needed for 160 additional autos will be generated by using a parking crew who will park cars on the
unpaved lots adjacent to our church, lots we own!

Second question: How can we get one thousand people here for worship? Very simple: YOU AND | WILL BRING
THEM! Let’s take the biggest two-letter word in the Bible and make it work, the word “GO!” Let’s make “GO!”
stand for “Get One!” And everyone will “Get One!” and bring them on Easter Sunday. Embrace the challenge, from
toddlers and teens to empty nesters and eighty year olds. Let’s all go to work right now to “Get One!” Start now,
lining up TWO people who do not attend a church regularly, and secure their commitment to meet you here for
Easter worship. Stay after them! Hound the dog out of them! Why two? Because we all know that it is likely one
of the two will not show up!

Can this be done? Absolutely! Think about it! We already have about 1000 people who consider themselves active
members of First Baptist Church. Now of those, about 600 showed up for worship last Easter, and at least that
many will show up this Easter. If only 400 of our 600 members who attend on Easter Sunday will “Get One” to join
them here, we'll have our one thousand!

What about Sunday School? It will be big, but likely not one thousand. Do not try to enlist your “Get One!” people
to commit to Sunday School. Just go for worship! You go on to Sunday School and invite them to join you once they
are here, but in securing their commitment to attend on Easter Sunday, just go for the worship service. We are
going to give away the exceptional How to Find God New Testament to every registered guest. This wonderful
Testament is a $7.99 value and it will be a continuing witness to all who attend. We will also have a giant Easter

Egg Hunt on our “back lot” immediately following the last worship service. | can’t wait!
Mark your calendar now to be here and to go and “Get One!” Easter Sunday, April 24, 2011...ONE THOUSAND!
