At the same time we had 108 in the preschool wing, for a total “on campus” count on Easter during worship of 911!   

And then there is the matter of people just keeping on coming in after the counts are done...  

 

What all this means: 

 You all did a fantastic job of executing our “G-O” (Get One) strategy.  You brought 

a staggering number of guests with you. Those guests who are local will be 

followed up through your Sunday School Class contacts, and through our FAITH 

Sunday School Evangelism Strategy, and through your continuing invitations 

and prayer.  

 Our church had the highest worship attendance in its 94 year history. We “s-t-r-e-t-c-h-e-d” ourselves and 

saw what we can do when we give our best effort and we saw how God blesses our efforts.  We had 573 on 

Easter 2009, and 701 on Easter 2010, so the jump to 911 ("in the house” for Easter worship is not 

insignificant.  

 We helped a lot of people take a giant step forward in their journey to Jesus.  Just by being here their fear 

factor came way down, and by hearing the Word, the seed of the Gospel was planted. 

Where do we go from here?  That’s pretty simple.  Circle April 8, 2012 on your calendar now and plan on being part 

of the 1000 in worship attendance at First Baptist Church of Crosby on Easter Sunday!  

 

And start thinking about, talking to, and praying for those people you will bring with you when you come Easter 

2012. And do not wait till next Easter! Invite them now and keep on inviting them until you wear down their 

resistance and they finally just say, “Yes!” and then they show up, possibly just to get you off their back. I am 

challenging you to be shameless about this. Remember, you are doing it for their sake, not yours. That they do not 

know that or understand your persistence doesn’t matter. Just invite them and keep at it until the mission is 

accomplished and they show up to worship with you.  

 

And what about three worships?  I eagerly anticipate the day when we need three worship services every Sunday to 

accommodate the crowds.   

 

And, speaking of worship, let me remind you of the compelling importance of worship in your life and growth as a 

child of God. Sunday School is not a substitute for worship because they are different in focus. In Sunday School 

you focus on others, around the Word of God, in the presence of God. In Worship you focus on God, around the 

Word of God, in the presence of others. They are different and every believer needs them both. I’m pumped!  I will 

see you Sunday with bells on and they will be ringing!
