“Twenty Distinctives of Sunday School” by “The Sunday School Kid”

We are Sunday School! Did you know that every member of our church who lives in our area is a member of a
Sunday School class? In fact, our Sunday School is bigger than that! Sunday School also includes as members
people who are not yet a member of our church. Our Sunday School is our church organized to carry out the Great
Commission and a whole lot more. As you read this, we are kicking off a new Sunday School year which starts
Sunday, June 5th. I will give you ten of the “twenty” this time and the other ten next month.

1. Bible based. The Bible is our lesson. The Bible text is our text. Sunday School literature provides a teaching plan
and lesson structure and gives us some commentary on the Biblical text, but let there be no mistake: It is the Bible
we teach!

2. Small group. Sunday School is all about discussion-based Bible study. Small groups are best for that purpose.
Eight to ten is an ideal size for discussion for one-gender groups and 12-16 seems to work best with co-ed groups.
Was there some genius at work with our Lord’s choosing of 12 disciples? Why not 24 or 36? There is something
very good about small groups!

3. Age or affinity graded. In our Preschool, Children, and Youth divisions we grade by age or school grade. With
adults, we suggest an age range for a class and then we try to group by affinity, and we encourage folks to find a
class that is a fit for them.

4. A class for every member of the family. Isn’t it great to be able to come on Sunday morning and have a class for
every member of the family, every Sunday of the year?

5. Same time/same place. 52 Sundays a year till Jesus comes! Granted, we find it necessary from time to time to
tweak our Sunday School structure and our meeting times to accommodate additional growth, but we hold those
kinds of changes to a minimum. Consistency counts! We keep it simple, same time and same place Sunday after
Sunday!

6. Discussion based. Discussion-based Bible study allows for many applications to be made from one Biblical
principle. As class members interact and participate they learn from each other and get to know one another at
the same time.

7. Fellowship focused. Friendships happen here! That is the modus operandi of the Sunday School class. The
“friendships happen here” concept is so important that some churches have begun calling their Sunday School
classes “connection groups”. Personally, | love the brand name “Sunday School” but you get the idea. Sunday
School = Friendships!

8. Open group. In Sunday School we expect new people every week! We plan for them and pray for them and invite
them. This is the main reason we wear name tags in Sunday School. This is the reason every Sunday School lesson
is designed to stand alone, even though it is part of a larger series.

9. Prime time. Sunday morning! Before or after Worship! That is as prime time
as it gets!

10. Worship Connected. Sunday School and Worship are joined at the hip. Both
are necessary for growth and health and each encourages the other. In Sunday
School we focus on one another, around the Bible, in God’s presence. In g / -
Worship we focus on God, around the Bible, in the presence of other believers. . JONOR YOUR
