The value of Vacation Bible  School is far beyond estimation.    
 

Think about this: Approximately 30% of the children who will attend our Vacation Bible School 

will not be part of any church. We will have those kids 17½ hours in VBS if they attend every day. 

They will be taught the simple plan of salvation found in the Bible. They will experience for 

themselves church, first hand, and will come to know personally that Godôs people are not self-

righteous snobs or judgmental jerks, but loving, happy people who give freely of themselves to God 

and to others, wanting nothing in return. They will have multiple opportunities to receive Jesus Christ 

and the wonderful life He offers. If they receive Christ they will be encouraged to follow Jesus in 

baptism and they will be encouraged to begin attending Sunday School and worship each Sunday. Last 

year, 25 kids received Christ in VBS and 12 of those followed Christ in baptism on the Friday night of 

our super ñFamily nightò. 

 

But that's not all! Seven out of ten of the kids in VBS already have some connection with our church or 

some other church. These kids will grow in their understanding of Godôs blessed plan for their lives 

and they will ñcatch the spiritò of our enthusiastic VBS leaders who work with them. LifeWay

, who publishes our literature, says that one week in Vacation Bible School can 

be as valuable for a child as an entire year in weekly Bible study.   

 

This year we are 

expanding our VBS to include Junior High and High School youth, though their groups will  wear 

another label and will take place in the evenings.
