At least in one very important way summertime is the best time in the whole year. Between Vacation Bible School a
summer camps the summertime is the best possible time to reach children and youth for Christ and baptize them intc
Christian faith. Thigaises a question that is common among parents.

FAQ: AWhen is the right time for my child to be bapt
ANSWER: A child should be baptized as soon as possible after a child receives Christ as Lord and Savior.

Once you have some measureas$urance that your child has received Christ (and there is no way to be 100% sure), yc
should encourage your child to follow Christ in baptism. | love kids and | love visiting with kids about salvation anc
baptism. | try to partner with parents, Sundap&l teachers, and others in our church in teaching children the meaning

and purpose of both salvation and baptism.

So here itis: When a child receives Christ, the right time for baptiamgeon as possible.

There are several reasons why this ésttine and right approach for every child.

First, this is the only pattern found in the Bible. Every time we find an example of baptism in the Bible it follows

Second, for baptism to follow salvation immediately is theologically sound. The best way to understand the Biblic
function and purpose of baptism is to remember that baptism is to salvation what a wedding banchasri@mga. In
marriage, no one exchanges vows then returns to the preacher a year or two later for the ring exchange. Just as the
exchange symbolizes the vow exchange, the act of b
relationshipwith Christ. To hold off on baptism just confuses the issue for the child.
