In the sixteenth century, Jesuit missionariedp¥edd by Franciscans, introduced the Christian
faith in Japan. But a promising beginning to thosssions - perhaps as many as 300,000
Christians by the end of the century - met congpions from the competition between the
missionary groups, political difficult between $pand Portugal, and factions within the
government of Japan.

« Tuesday, February T4 Cyril, monk, died 869; Methodius, bishop, died588nissionaries to the
Slavs.

These two brothers from a noble family in Thessi&ian northeastern Greece were priests and
missionaries. After some early initial missionargriw by Cyril among the Arabs, the
brothers retired to a monastery. They were latat sework among the Slavs, the mis-
sionary work for which they are most known. Sindav8nic had no written form at the
time, the brothers established a written languaigfe the Greek alphabet as its basis. They
translated the scriptures and the liturgy using @yrillic alphabet. The Czechs, Serbs,
Croats, Slovaks and Bulgars regarded the brotlsetiseafounders of Slavic literature. The
brothers’ work in preaching and worshiping in theduage of the people are honored by
Christians in both East and West.

« Saturday, February f8Martin Luther, renewer of the church, died 1546:
On this day in 1546, Martin Luther died at the afe2. For a time, he was and Augustinian
monk, but it is his work as a biblical scholagrslator of the Bible, public confessor of
the faith, reformer of the liturgy, theologian,uedtor, and father of the German vernacular
literature that holds him in our remembrance. ither's own judgement, the greatest of all of
this works was his catechism, written to instrpebple in the basics of faith. And it was
his baptism that sustained him in his trials asfarmer.

« Thursday, February #3Polycarp, Bishop of Smyrna, died 156:

Polycarp was bishop of Smyrna (in present-day wesktarkey) and a link between the apostolic
age and the church at the end of the second certderys said to have been known by
John, the author of Revelation. In turn he was kmdwy Ironies, bishop of Lyon in
France, and Ignatius of Antioch. At the age of &was martyred for his faith. When
urged to save his life and renounce his faith, €ty replied, “Eighty-six years | have
served him, and he never did me any wrong. Howldaaspheme my king who saved
me?” The magistrate who made the offer was relad¢takill a gentle old man, but he had
no choice. Polycarp was burned at the stake, fathdetestimony to the cost of renounc-
ing temptation.

« Saturday, February #5Elizabeth Fedde, deaconess, died 1921:

Fedde was born is Norway and trained as a deacdnek882, at the age of 32, she was asked to
come to New York to minister to the poor and to \Megian seafarers. Her influence was
wide-ranging, and she established the DeaconesseHouBrooklyn and the Deaconess
House and Hospital of the Lutheran Free Church innglapolis. She returned home to
Norway in 1895 and died there.
