What Does The Bible Have To Say About …
ASSURANCE OF SALVATION

Goal:  *The purpose of this study is to teach you that by accepting the Lord Jesus Christ as your Saviour, you are saved now and forever - and you can KNOW it for certain.

 Salvation is, by far, the most important decision a person will ever make.  Realizing a person cannot lose SALVATION after receiving Christ, is just as crucial.  There are many things that can cause one to doubt their salvation:  one’s self, others, and even Satan himself can cause doubt.  Can we really be certain?  Is there a full proof way of knowing? When the doubts come, what will your answer  be? 
WHAT IS MEANT BY “ASSURANCE”?   

By assurance of salvation” we mean the intellectual and spiritual certainty that you belong to God, and that you possess eternal salvation.

Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature,  shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

As you begin this new life in Christ realize and claim his promise that…

A. “Death” -  you can’t lose it when you die.
B. “Life” -  You can’t lose it while you are alive.

C. “Angels” -  can’t take it from you.

D. “Principalities” -  the government can’t take it from you.

E. “Powers” -  the devil can’t cause you to lose it.

F. “Things present” -  nothing happening right now can take it away.

G. “Things to come” -  nothing in the future can make you lose it.
H. “Height” -  nothing above you.

I.  “Depth” -  nothing below you.

J.  “Nor Any Other Creature shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.”

Note:  Nothing at all can cause me to lose my salvation.

C.  Assurance brings us C _ _ _ _ _ _ of Heart.  Colossians 2:2
D.  Assurance brings us ______________.  James 1:8  (use your own words)
E.  Assurance enables us to O _ _ _ _ _ _ _ the World.  I John 5:4,5
F.  Assurance enables us to effectively serve the Lord by telling others about Jesus.

WHAT IS THE BASIS FOR ASSURANCE OF SALVATION?

Note: Salvation must not be based on feelings and emotions ALONE.
*Many Christians base their ASSURANCE  of  SALVATION  on personal FEELINGS;
   The problem with this is feelings change, and one day because of circumstances we 

may not feel  saved.
1.  Monday’s mornings

2.  When we are sick with the flu.

3.  When I’m depressed / discouraged.

4.  When there is a tragedy in our life.

5.  When I sin.

6.  When circumstances are out of our control.

** Salvation must not be BASED  on FEELINGS   but upon the FACT  of the UNCHANGING WORD OF GOD..

Turn to:  I John 5:11-13  Key words;  - “Record” and “Hath” (or has)

*The Bible tells us:  that in heaven there is a book called the BOOK OF LIFE where the names of all who have put their trust in Jesus Christ are written.  Revelation 20:15

THREE CONFIDENCE FACTORS FOR OUR SALVATION.

A.  The PERSON  of God gives confidence.


Titus 1:2,  God cannot _ _ _ .

B.  The PROMISES  of God give confidence.

C.  The PRESENCE of God gives confidence.

WHAT WILL HELP BRING ASSURANCE OF SALVATION INTO YOUR LIFE ?

*Here are some ways you can have assurance or deepen your assurance in what God has done for you…

A.  Learn The Word Of God.

                   Your salvation is based upon what God has said - not upon how you think or    

                    feel.  Therefore it is important for you to read and study the Bible.
                    Read:  II Timothy 3:14-15

B.  Thank God For His GIFT Of Salvation.

1.  You have received it as a free gift: 

2.  Have you thanked God for His gift yet ?  

3.  Thanksgiving is an evidence of faith.

                           Read:  II Corinthians 9:15

C.  Make A Public Testimony Before Others.

1.  Have you told someone that you have trusted the Lord Jesus Christ as your personal Savior.

2.  Read: Matthew 10:32 and Romans 10:9,10.
3.  One way to confess Christ publicly is to come forward at the “Invitation” in one of our Church services. The pastor will GLADLY introduce you to the Church.
D.  Attend Church Services As Much As Possible.

1.  Fellowshipping with your brothers and sisters in Christ will encourage 

                             you. Many of them have experienced the same doubts and struggles 

                             you have. 

2.  Hebrews 10:25 commands this while Heb. 10:22 talks about assurance.

E.  Live A Righteous Life.

1.  Sometimes a full assurance does not come until God sees we mean 

                              business for HIM.

Isaiah 32:17  says:

17
And the work (effect)  of _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _  shall be _ _ _ _ _; and the effect of righteousness quietness and _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _  for ever.

*Remember, your peace and assurance is based upon 

believing God’s promises and NOT on your own feelings.

I cannot do anything to keep it;

I cannot do anything to lose it;
