HOW TO HAVE A DAILY QUIET TIME:

Definition: “A quiet time is a daily time set aside to be alone with God to get to know Him through the Bible and prayer.”

THE IMPORTANCE OF A DAILY QUIET TIME:

*Note: Your time with god should be top priority for 5 reasons.

1.  We were _ _ _ _ _ _ _  to have fellowship with God.  Revelation 3:20

2.  Jesus _ _ _ _ to make a relationship with God possible.  I Timothy 2:5

3.  Personal time alone with the Lord was Jesus source of _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ Mk 1:35, Lk 22:39; 5:16

4.  Every person who has been effective in service for God developed this Habit.


(Abraham, Moses, David, Daniel, Paul, etc.)

5.  You cannot be a healthy _ _ _ _ _ _ _ Christian without it.

*HOW TO BEGIN A DAILY QUIET TIME.
1.  Select a specific Time. (Whatever time you set be Consistent)

2.  Choose a special place.

Luke 22:39

And he came out, and went, as he was wont (Had habit), to the mount of Olives; and his disciples also followed him.

3. Gather the resources you’ll need.

a.  Bible with readable print, Ryrie or Nelsons Study Bible.

b.  A Notebook, to write down what god speaks to your heart, and to keep prayer requests.

c.  A songbook if you want to sing.

4. Begin with right attitudes.

a.  Reverence for the Lord, Ps 46:10

b.  Expectancy,  Psalm 119:18

c.  Willingness to obey,  John 7:17

5.  Follow a simple Plan.

8.  God's cleansing -- "If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness" (1 John 1:9)

9.  God's goodness -- "No good thing will He withhold from them that work uprightly" 

(Psalm 84:11)

10.  God's faithfulness -- "The Lord will not forsake His people for His great name's sake"

 (1 Sam. 12:22)

11.  God's guidance -- "The meek will He guide" (Psalm 25:9)

12.  God's wise plan -- "All things work together for good to them that love God" (Rom. 8:28)
