ASD     = ACTIVE SATELLITE DATA

Satcatcher Active satellite data files are large database type files which are produced for their meters which have the ASD function in the hardware and software. This is any meter which has 1 GB of memory installed in its hardware.

ADS files are made up of satellite channel data. This includes all of the parameters which are required by the metering device to actually see the channel which is transmitted from the satellite, thus allowing fast and easy alignment of the antenna dish. This group of parameters are included in what is known as a Transponder or TP for short.  Satcatcher ASD files can store as much as 300,000 transponders in one ASD file. This amount stored data is not available in any other hand held meter in the world!
ASD files are produced on a regular basis and then posted onto the Satcatcher website for use in the public domain. They need to be updated to include any new transponders which become available or to delete old unused transponders. 

The ASD file is special formatted file and is only useable in Satcatcher meter’s and loader programs. When the meter is connected to a P.C by USB it can be seen as a drive in the computer. If you open the drive you will see three files are installed inside. 

DVB-T.DTT   This is the terrestrial channel plan that is currently in the working memory.

DVB-S.DTT   This is the satellite channel list that is currently in the working memory.
ASD.DTT      This is the large satellite transponder database which is on the meter’s master main memory. This database can be accessed in the meter menu structure to be able to view the content.
The user can enter the satellite position in the meter, for example 13.0 E and simply with a press of the enter button, see every transponder listed for this satellite. The list of transponders on view also shows the provider name of each transponder, making identification easier for when transponder selection is required. The transponder list can be scrolled up and down and any transponder can be selected and sent to the current working channel list, so it may be quickly used to make an installation.

This means you need never be without all of the data that may be needed for almost any installation situation. Satcatcher have realised that installation time is valuable and ease of use of their meter ensures a perfect and professional installation every time.
