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THE JOHN F. KENNEDY BAND PROGRAM

Membership is open to all high school students who currently play a band instrument.  The course is designed to give every student an equal opportunity to participate in the various aspects of the band program and enhance his or her musical growth through individual study and performance as it applies to their particular instrument.  In addition, the student will be given the opportunity to appreciate music both as a listener and a performer.  Band at Kennedy High School is a full year course.  Marching Band is required for all students grades 10-12 and select freshmen participating in the band program.  Fall Concert Band is for the freshmen students that are not participating in marching band during the fall term.  It will meet 2nd hour everyday of the fall term, beginning on the first day of school.
COURSE CREDIT

Students will receive five credits per trimester for band that count towards graduation as well as their grade point average.  Students participating in Marching Band receive an additional 2.5 credits as a P.E. waiver.  Jazz Band participants will receive 2.5 credits per trimester.  Students enrolled in Color Guard will receive 2.5 credits.

SCHOOL OWNED INSTRUMENTS

Students using school owned instruments will take all responsibility for the care and maintenance of that instrument.  There will be a rental fee assessed to each student using each school owned instrument.  Rental forms must be completed and returned, along with payment, to the band department upon receiving.  Should the instrument be damaged by misuse, the student will pay 50%-100% of the repair cost.  
MARCHING UNIFORMS

There will be no eating, drinking or smoking while in uniform. Partial uniforms and street clothes are not acceptable attire when in view of the public.  You must wear a white t-shirt under the uniform coat.  The official JFK Excellence in Music white band t-shirt is recommended. Please handle the uniform with extreme care and HANG IT UP PROPERLY following each performance before returning it to the trailer.  

ATTENDANCE POLICIES

Band members are required to attend all rehearsals and performances.  Because our marching band season is not really that long, every minute of rehearsal time is important.  Missing even a portion can not only put the individual player behind, but cause the entire group to fall behind.  Students are expected to be on time for all band functions.  If students miss portions of the evening rehearsals, they will be required to make up that time.  
Absence from Rehearsal

    Students are required to attend all rehearsals, including morning, evening and pre-competition rehearsals.  In case of illness, students are asked to email the band office (lfleer@cr.k12.ia.us). If a student knows they will be absent from a rehearsal, they are required to fill out and turn in a Request for Absence Form found on the website and in the back of this handbook.  The request will be reviewed by the directors and, if deemed unexcused, they will be asked to make up the time they missed.  If a student has two or more absences within five (5) days of a performance, excused or unexcused, that individual may be placed on alternate status for that performance (will attend, but not perform).


It is the student’s responsibility to advise their employer of all commitments within the department. Work scheduled during a rehearsal or performance will be considered an unexcused absence.
Tardy or Absent from Rehearsal

    Attendance is taken at the beginning of each rehearsal.  The students are to be in the designated place ready to begin rehearsal (practice field, band room, auditorium, etc.) when the tardy bell rings.  Attendance and tardiness will have a direct effect on the students’ grade.

Absence from a Performance

Performances can be thought of as a final exam.  Students that do not attend the performances and are unexcused will receive no credit with no opportunity to make up the performance.  Excused absence from a performance or rehearsal will be accepted for the following reasons:  1) personal illness, 2) emergency in the immediate family, 3) reasons based on individual need.  Any written excuse (form in back of book) must be filled out, dated and signed by the parent or guardian, stating student's name and cause of absence seven (7) days prior to the absence.  Any absence, which is not brought to the director's attention for approval prior to the performance, will be considered unexcused.

REHEARSALS

1.   
Every band member will bring instruments, music, drill books and proper equipment to every rehearsal or performance.

2.   
Students will be at the designated rehearsal location and ready to rehearse before the tardy bell rings.  

3.  
Gum chewing, eating or drinking of any kind is not permitted during any rehearsal or performance.

4.   
Daily announcements will be posted on the bulletin board or whiteboard and will be checked and read when entering the rehearsal room.  Equipment, music and materials needed for each rehearsal will be posted in one of these two areas.  Students are not allowed to write on the whiteboard or remove posted information from the bulletin board.

5.   
Music folders, instruments and equipment will be kept in the proper storage places when not in use.  This also applies to percussion equipment that has covers and/or cases.  Music and folders will not be left on the music stand.

6.   
Books and study materials are not allowed in the band room during rehearsals.                              Books and book bags are to be kept in the instrument storage area.

7.   
Personal phone calls are not permitted except calls made to parents after rehearsals or performances.

8.   
Any violation of the above rules may result in a referral or detention assigned to the student.

BAND ROOM REGULATIONS

1.  
The practice rooms are for practicing and not for personal conferences.

2.   
No one will be in the percussion equipment area except percussionists.

3.   
All marching percussion equipment will be stored in the percussion closet and color guard equipment will be stored in the guard room. 

4.   
Do not loiter in the band offices.  These are places of business and students do not have the right to be reading personal mail, memos, etc. When entering the Band Office, please ask permission to enter.

5.   
Please be careful about having your personal belongings in the band area.  Purses and other valuables should be left in your lockers.  WE HAVE NO SECURITY FOR VALUABLES and are not responsible for their loss.

6.
Do not litter in the band room, practice rooms and surrounding areas.

7.   
Vandalism or destruction of school or personal property WILL NOT be tolerated.  Any violation of this may result in a referral or suspension.

JOHN F. KENNEDY HIGH SCHOOL MARCHING BAND

The John F. Kennedy High School Marching Band performs for all home football games. In addition to these, the John F. Kennedy High School Marching Band competes in various competitions around the Cedar Rapids area, the Five Seasons Marching Invitational, State Marching Band Contest, the Valley Showdown in West Des Moines, and the Ankeny Mid-Iowa Band Championship.  We will also be traveling to Minneapolis, MN to participate in Irondale High School’s Music of the Knight. The John F. Kennedy High School Marching Band will also perform at the Indoor Marching Band Classic in October.
Once school begins, the marching band rehearses first hour everyday and two evenings from 5 p.m. to 7 p.m.  Please check the attached schedule for the list of evening rehearsals.  Extra evening rehearsals or sectionals may be scheduled occasionally when the need arises.  
Varsity football players are required to attend all rehearsals and performances ON TIME with the exception of home football games.  Sophomore football players are required to perform during halftime at home games but not pre-game.  Freshman football players perform for both pre-game and halftime.  Cheerleaders and Dance Team members are expected to perform with the band during half time and pre-game.

MARCHING BAND PERFORMANCE PROCEDURES

1.   
At all marching functions, the drum majors and staff are in complete charge of the band and will receive the same respect as the band director.

2.   
Students are expected to be on time at the designated location with instruments, and necessary equipment.

3.   
Always report rain or shine to the designated meeting place, whether it is a rehearsal or a performance.  The weather in Iowa is very unpredictable, particularly in the early morning.

Since weather does change quickly, band members are asked to always report at the scheduled time regardless of current weather conditions.  

4.   
When in public (stands, warm-ups, contest sites, etc.) you are to maintain a professional attitude and exhibit appropriate behavior.  You represent your school, your directors, the city of Cedar Rapids and yourselves. A good rule of thumb is don't exhibit any behavior that you would not want your parents or grandparents to see.  Remember, at any given moment SOMEONE is watching you.

BUS RULES and OUT OF TOWN PERFORMANCES

1. 
Students are to remain seated in the seats throughout the entire trip.
2. 
No boom boxes will be allowed on any bus, only personal music devices with headphones.
3. 
Students are expected to behave like adults...no foul language, questionable songs, or loud yelling and screaming.

4. 
All students are to ride to out of town performances. However, a student may return home with their parents if they wish, under the following conditions:

a. I must receive a note from the student’s parent.

b. I must see the student with their parent(s) before they will be allowed to leave.

c. The student must also check in with the chaperone for their bus.

d. If a student wants to return home with another student's parent, the first student's parent    must contact me ahead of time (before we leave town) to acquire permission.

5. 
No Smoking and No Drinking of alcoholic beverages.
6. 
Any violation of these rules may result in:

  
a. A written referral on the next school day.

  
b. The student may be denied the opportunity to accompany and perform with the group.

  
c. The student may be denied the opportunity to perform at the next out of town activity.

  
d. Any one or all of the above.

PROCEDURE FOR HOME FOOTBALL GAMES

Each marching band member, including Color Guard will load their uniform onto the band trailer at some point throughout the school day.  It is the responsibility of the student to make sure this happens.  Each student is to report to Kingston Stadium at @5:00 pm, pick up their uniform from the trailer and change in the surrounding area. Be sure to wear shorts and a white t-shirt (Excellence in Music) under your uniform.  Each student will provide his or her own transportation to and from the stadium.  Warm-up will begin at @6:00pm.  The entire band will line up for Pre-game at @7:00pm.  The Pre-game activities begin at approximately @7:15pm. 

During the first half of the game we sit together in our reserved section in full uniform.  Please, no guests.  Each student is to have their instrument ready at all times to play when touchdowns are scored, and between quarters, etc.  Visits to the concession stand are prohibited and rest rooms are by permission only. At the end of the first quarter, the band will leave the stands and proceed to their designated position prior to the beginning of the half-time show.  All sophomore football players will be in uniform and ready at this time. 

At the conclusion of halftime, the band will return to the stands and be dismissed by ranks to change out of uniform.  The band will be split into two equal halves (decided upon and posted by the directors), and be assigned to play at half of the post-halftime games.  Pit, drum line and tubas will be responsible for loading their own equipment after the game.
FALL CONCERT BAND

During the fall term, freshmen that are not involved in marching band will participate in concert band.  This band will meet every day during second hour.  Each student will attend a weekly lesson with one of the band directors.  This schedule will be posted around the band area.  The students involved in this ensemble will have no after school rehearsal obligations.  We will invite them to join us in the stands for a football game – date to be determined. During the month of October, all students involved in band 9-12 will participate in auditions for the three concert ensembles. 
WIND SYMPHONY

SYMPHONIC BAND

CONCERT BAND

An audition process will determine placement in a particular band and chair placement. The audition will take place immediately after marching band season. Students will be placed in the appropriate ensemble based upon their audition score.  Challenges by the first chair player of Symphonic Band for the last chair of Wind Symphony will be done on 2-3 set dates. Challenges within bands may be done on a weekly basis with the maximum of three attempts.

ORCHESTRA

Students from both the Wind Symphony and Symphonic Band have the opportunity to participate in the Symphony Orchestra at Kennedy High School.  Mr. John Hall, The Orchestra Director, and the Band Directors will determine membership.  Full orchestra meets during first period at the conclusion of the marching band season as needed.
JAZZ BAND ONE & JAZZ BAND TWO
Membership is open to any high school band student who qualifies for the instrumentation of the Jazz Band (trumpet, trombone, saxophone or rhythm section).  Members of the Jazz Bands (as stated by the Iowa High School Music Association), must be members of the core ensemble.
Jazz Band One participates in various Jazz Festivals, State Jazz Band Contest and performs on concerts as well as public appearances.  Jazz Band One rehearses two times a week after school (7th hour).

Jazz Band Two performs on concerts and participates in one or two competitions a year.  It rehearses two a week after school (7th hour).  Auditions for both ensembles are held in September.

PEP BAND

All band members are required to play a specific number of pep band performances during the basketball season. This is to assure a balance of players and instrumentation. Attendance policies apply to pep band, as they are in fact, performances.  The pep band also performs for all pep assemblies.

Any student who is participating in an athletic event that conflicts with an assigned pep band is required to play in the band when not suited up for that particular event.

SOLO AND ENSEMBLE CONTEST

Each band member is highly encouraged to participate in either an ensemble or perform a solo at small group contest.  The directors will decide the solos, ensembles and personnel. Those students studying privately may want to consult your instructor on an appropriate choice of solo literature.

BAND LESSONS

Lessons are built on a rotating schedule for those students that don’t have a study hall. Each student will receive a 15 minute lesson once every cycle for a total of seven to eight lessons every Trimester.  If a student is absent from a lesson, he or she has one week in which to make up that lesson.  If the student fails to do so in the required time a letter grade of an F will be given for that lesson.

GRADING SYSTEM

Every student receives a letter grade each trimester that applies to his or her cumulative grade point average determined by the directors.  Half of the total grade is based on band participation, attendance, performance level, initiative, attitude and commitment. The remaining 50% of the grade is based on the student's individual lesson and musical growth.  
PRIVATE STUDY POLICY


In order for students to receive a lesson grade based on their private study outside of school, they must adhere to the following criteria.  Students studying privately must:

1. Meet with a private instructor on a weekly basis

2. Have their private instructor maintain a Lesson Sheet indicating attendance dates, assignments, scale completion and instructor’s signature.  These forms are available in the band office and on the website

3. Meet with Ms. Fleer or Mr. Bird for evaluation at least twice during each Trimester
** During the fall term, all students involved in the Fall Concert Band must attend lessons with Mr. Bird or Ms. Fleer regardless of private instruction.  

BAND PARTICIPATION FEE
A $50.00 fee will be assessed to each student to cover the cost of cleaning all uniforms, replacing uniform parts, offsetting transportation fees and any other needs necessary to keep a band program of this size moving forward. Students who need to purchase marching band shoes may purchase new shoes for $28.00, or used shoes for $10.00 if they are available.  All students are also required to own an “Excellence in Music” t-shirt and a yellow polo.  These are available to order during uniform fittings. Please make checks payable to Kennedy High School.
CARE OF THE UNIFORM

If a student loses or damages a piece of the uniform for whatever reason, the student will be charged the full amount to replace it.

If a student arrives for a performance without the correct attire (shoes, black socks), that student will not be allowed to perform and may receive lower grade for that trimester.

THERE WILL BE NO EATING, DRINKING OR SMOKING WHILE IN UNIFORM.
