He is in the process of developing the website which would allow interested groups to go to this website and see how it works, what it is and how you administer your own benchwarmers. If Kennedy booster club takes this on it would have to be administered by a committee.  Some of the ideas for the website are a subscription cost of $50.  Also a change in the amount of tickets a group needs to purchase. Right now it is $800 for 5,000.   Possible ideas: Offer 2, 500 for $400 plus an e-ticket option for $200.   What Kennedy is selling is the generation of the random numbers and the database. Who is the website for? The public can look at it but it is really for clubs and organizations that want to subscribe.  It can also become a portal for Alumni to check on events at the school.   If it becomes to big trademark it and sell the trademark.  Also the idea for March madness tickets is in the development they would sell for $10 and it would be a shorter time frame.
