Kennedy Athletic Booster Club Minutes

Monday 7/25/11

Secretary’s Report:  Reviewed with no changes.  Scott Crawley made motion to approve and Alisa Schantz 2nd motion.

Treasurer’s Report:  Ruth reported to the group the results of the Booster Club Golf Outing which was the primary reason the balance increased $15,000 during the month of July.  Cathy Appleget made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report and Julie Stewart 2nd the motion.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Fundraising:  Golf Outing:  Julie Stewart reported the results of the Golf outing which was considered a true success with all sports involved and able to reap benefits.  The outing ended up having 37 sponsors, with an additional 103 donators that resulted in 66 auction items and 6 raffle items.  All in, the profit from the event was $19,217 with an additional $675 to come from matching gifts.  With the inkind donation of the meal from Beef OBrady, profit is considered in the range of $21,000.  Planning is already underway for the golf outing for next year.

Benchwarmers:  The Football season is on!  Benchwarmer tickets are in process of being distributed as many of the booster club reps went ahead and picked up their tickets at the meeting.  A discussion of the number of ticket each student athlete would be encouraged to sell was raised.  A motion was made by Julie Stewart to raise the required number of tickets per athlete from 3 to 4 this year and the motion was 2nd by Ross Oltmann.  The motion passed, so Booster Club reps will encourage their groups to sell a minimum of 4 tickets per athlete, regardless of the number of sports the athlete is involved with.  Ken will be working up a description of Benchwarmer rules that will be helpful with reps with incoming freshman.  PLEASE remind sellers of Benchwarmers to identify the sport they are representing on the ticket stub for proper credit.     Kennedy has also obtained 2 additional schools that we provide servicing/reporting  for Benchwarmers sales which increase our income by at least $2,500/contract

Finance:  Gary Landhauser discussed the annual budgets for the different sports and encouraged everyone to talk to their respective coaches to encourage them to request funds 3 year out.  The coaches are presenting their budgets to Aaron Stecker, but our job is to determine funds available based on closing out our 2010-2011 year.  We had a discussion about continuing to reserve the “committed” funds that the respective groups earn from the fundraising activities.

Membership:  N/A

Nominating:  Booster club is well established but is seeking volunteers to take over to continue its success.

Volunteers:  Tom Seedorf will be coordinating the staffing of Kingston during the football season.  To date the only set date is that the Football group will have the two following dates, Sept 29 and Oct 7.

OLD BUSINESS 

Booster Club Membetship:  The primary old business discussed was the decision to remove Kingston tickets from Booster Club membership that was addressed at the June meeting.  The discussion did conclude that students with activity passes will still be allowed into the home games at Kingston with their activity pass.

NEW BUSINESS
To close out the 2010 – 2011 Booster Club year, we needed to determine the amount of funds to be presented to Aaron Stecker on behalf of Booster club to be available to be distributed to the sports based on the coaches submitted budgets.    Gary Landhauser made a motion to award the Kennedy Athletic Department a check for $80,000 on behalf of the Booster Club to be distributed to the various athletic departments.  Alisa Schantz 2nd the motion and the motion passed.

Fall Booster Club Appreciation Night:  The grill out at Kingston hasn’t been set, but the night will be chosen to coincide with a Kingston game where we are the visiting team.  The most logical date may be Sept 30 when we play Jefferson, but this will be determined later.

Back to School Bash is set for Friday August 20th to coincide with the Football scrimmages at Kennedy

Scott Crawley made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Alisa Schantz 2nd the motion.
