Chad Pereboom distributed the Treasurer’s Report.  No discussion.

Secretary’s Report:
Minutes from the October 17th meeting have been lost.

Bob Harrison moved to accept the emailed version of the November Minutes, Dwayne second.  Motion Passed

Old Business:
Grand Piano: Tom Zasadny of Premier Piano Service, Walker IA was present to field questions regarding the Mason & Hamlin Model AA – 1915/16 6’2” piano that was used for the Dec. 20 orchestra/choir concert.  The board went to hear the piano played in the auditorium by Fredrick, a member of Tom’s family.  The price is $32,000 which includes dust cover, damp chaser and adjustable bench, spider dolly, plus the initial set up service and a follow-up tuning & service.  We discussed financing.  He is agreeing to 50% down, remainder to be paid within 12 months same as cash.  If we are unable to pay after 12 months, then the remainder will be charged with interest.  The band and choral directors like the sound of the piano and the way it fills the auditorium and recommend the piano as an instrument worth purchasing.

Bob Harrison made a motion that the FPA purchase this Mason & Hamlin for $32,000, including damp chaser, spider dolly, cover, adding a short lid stick and bench, according to the financing of  50% down, remainder to be paid within 12 months, same as cash, dependent on a technical  second opinion.  Deb Green second.  Motion passed.

Buy a Key:  have sold 37 keys to date totaling $11,350  We have 51 keys left.   Kelly will approach Hills Bank about supporting FPA/Buy a Key

Hall of  Fame:  (Cynthia & Deb) Will work to get feedback and data from past FPA members and the Hall of Fame organizers at Washington High school.  As the committee develops guidelines, it is suggested that the guideline be recorded in the bylaws to assist future committees.
