Meeting called to order at 6:32 pm by President Katy Lee.

Secretary’s Report:

Minutes from the March 29, 2010 meeting were approved.

Mark Rettig made a motion to approve the minutes with changes. Bob Assink seconded the motion.

Treasurer’s Report

The current balance at Community Savings Bank is approximately $21,014.38 and $4,387.80 in the JFK Account.  Total Available Funds are: $25,402.18.

Bob Harrison provided a review of 2009 expenditures. The overall trend is that proceeds and donations are going down. Fundraising should be a priority in 2010-2011. Mark Rettig made a motion that we accept the report. Bob Assink seconded the motion. Motion passed.  Bob Harrison also offered to scan all the past financial records that he now has and put them onto a DVD. This DVD shall be kept in the JFK Main Office for an archive copy.

Fundraising Requests:

Storm Ziegler, Vocal Music Director, submitted a funding request via email on April 14, 2010. This request was reviewed and discussed. Several questions were raised. 

Kelly made a motion to table the conversation until more information was available to vote on the request. Mark Rettig seconded the motion. Katy agreed to send a response to Storm seeking clarifications prior to voting on this request.

John Hall, Orchestra Director, submitted a request for a plexiglass shield to be used to shield the percussion section during orchestra and other music performances.  Total cost of the request would not exceed $199.00. Bob Harrison made a motion that this request be approved. Bob Assink seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Hall Of Fame:

Bob Assink indicated that he is still waiting for a proposal from a woodmaker, called Woodcrafters, for the cabinetry. Mr. Glockhoff, of Woodcrafters is working on a proposal.

There was a Conference call on April 25, between Bob Assink, Joe Hall, and Bob Harrison, to discuss the status of the Hall of Fame presentation. 

Joe Hall met with Presentations, of Hiawatha, Iowa, and had a proposal from them which was submitted on April 26, 2010 in the amount of $8,500. The proposal includes the following:

Jim Muench indicated that October 30 is the best date in next year’s school calendar for a Fundraising Event, perhaps also to be the date for the Hall of Fame Unveiling. Bob Harrison made a motion to accept this date for the event. Bill Sorsby seconded the motion. Motion passed.
