Meeting called to order at 6:36 pm by President Katy Lee.

Secretary’s Report:

Minutes from the April 26, 2010 meeting were approved.

Bob Assink made a motion to approve the minutes with changes. Bill Sorsby seconded the motion.

Treasurer’s Report

The current balance at Community Savings Bank is approximately $16,779. 31 and $4,387. 80 in the JFK Account.  Total Available Funds are: $21,167. 11.

Mark Rettig moved that we accept the Treasurer’s Report. Bill Sorsby seconded that motion. Report was accepted.

There is an outstanding check (donation) from Dennis Green that was mailed to FPA at the beginning of the school year, which appears to be lost. This item is still being looked for.

During this past month, there was an “urgent” deadline that many non-profits, including FPA, needed to meet to submit a federal tax form with information pertaining to our donations. The deadline needed to be met in order to maintain our non-profit status.  Bob Harrison took action to submit the necessary forms before the deadline and will make not of this in the Treasurer’s Notebook for future FPA treasurers.

Fundraising Requests:

Storm Ziegler, Vocal Music Director, submitted a funding request via email on April 14, 2010. This request was taken up again at this meeting and Storm Ziegler came to our meeting and gave a demonstration of this product, called “Charms Office Assistant”. The KCL (Kennedy Choral League), is sending Mr. Ziegler to Dallas for training on this product this summer.

This tool is a great Information Management tool for parent, student, music, group, instrument, and volunteer information.  Those present were very impressed with the tool capabilities and agreed that even FPA as an organization might be able to utilize this tool for its own Information Management.

Bob Harrison made a motion and Bill Sorsby seconded the motion with an addendum by Mark Rettig. Motion passed as follows: FPA agrees to fund the request for Charms Office Assistant as put forth by Storm Ziegler. If the Drama and Orchestra Departments want to sign up for a 1-year subscription of this product, the FPA agrees to extend funding to those departments for a minimum 1-year subscription.

Bill Sorsby wished to make an observation that he noted both Prairie and Linn-Mar High schools have orchestra/band shells at their facilities. They made a very impressive difference at their concerts.  Jim Muench shared that he had recently made a grant request to the Greater Cedar Rapids Community Foundation and it included the request for such a “shell” for JFK.  The approximate cost if $1000/section. This grant has not yet been approved.
