Notes from the April 5, 2007 meeting discussing the organization of the Kennedy High School Fine Arts Hall of Fame; revised based on discussion at May 16, 2007 meeting

Overview

The Fine Arts Hall of Fame will operate under the auspices of the Kennedy High School (KHS) Foundation for the Performing Arts (FPA).

Fine arts departments at KHS consist of Band, String Orchestra, Theatre, Visual Arts and Vocal Music.

FPA will establish and oversee a Hall of Fame Committee, which will be responsible for administering the KHS Fine Arts Hall of Fame program.

The Hall of Fame Committee will also develop a design for a Fine Arts Hall of Fame display to be located in the ticket lobby at the north end of the building.

Committee Formation

A separate Hall of Fame committee will be formed by the FPA to administer the Fine Arts Hall of Fame program and plan/stage Hall of Fame activities.

The FPA will establish the basic structure, organization and direction of the Hall of Fame Committee.

The Hall of Fame Committee will consist of five members.

FPA Trustees will review and appoint the members of the Hall of Fame Committee.

Terms of service on the committee will be open, with longevity being encouraged.

A Trustee of the FPA will serve on the Hall of Fame Committee and serve as liaison to the FPA.

A KHS administrator or staff member will participate in HOF meetings (to the extent possible) and serve as liaison to building administration on topics related to the Fine Arts Hall of Fame.

The Hall of Fame Committee will appoint one of its members as Historian, to maintain archived information related to operation of the Hall of Fame program, as well as its nominations and inductions.

Committee Operation

The Hall of Fame Committee will have the power to make discrete decisions, as needed, relative to accomplishing Hall of Fame activities.

The Hall of Fame Committee will organize and stage an annual Hall of Fame presentation.

The Hall of Fame Committee will organize an annual recognition event to raise funds for the FPA.

Net proceeds generated by the Hall of Fame recognition event/presentation will go to the FPA for the benefit of all Fine Arts Programs at Kennedy High School.

Nomination for The Hall of Fame Membership
Nominees to the Hall of Fame must have a connection to or relationship with Kennedy High School.

Nominees must have made an outstanding contribution in a fine art. This contribution may be in the categories of performance, education, volunteerism or business.

A maximum of three nominees will be recognized annually.

Purpose

The purpose of the display is to respectfully honor and recognize individuals that have a Kennedy High School relationship (Alumni, Teaching Staff, Patron, etc.) and have made an outstanding contribution in a fine art through performance, education, volunteerism or business. Display shall be lively and engaging, calling the viewer’s attention to the name, contribution, KHS relationship, and short bio of each individual. The display shall at all time exhibit all past and recently inducted individuals.

Recommendations determined are:

No external buttons on exhibit thus limiting security concerns

Equipment should be museum quality for long life

Utilize 17” screens for readability

Incorporate six television monitors: one for each discipline


Band, orchestra, vocal music, theatre, visual arts

One for a montage including all of the disciplines

1-6 players will be needed depending on the final decision about the format and mixing necessities

The exhibit will be visual with no auditory component

The exhibit should play for eight hours per day

Hours of play should be 2:00p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

The goal of the exhibit is the be simple but effective

Instructions for operation of the system(s) must be kept long term in the exhibit case

When construction, additional supplies should be purchased for the exhibit and kept for long term use

It is hoped that Kennedy High students can create the montage with the assistance from Kennedy staff members

The montage of each disc should include activities from many years of history

The montage of each disc should include photos of each inductee in the discipline represented

The disc for each discipline should include a featured photo of each honoree and a biography of the honoree pictured

The Vice President of FPA should be the officer responsible for Hall of Fame business and activities

A parent advisory group should be part of each year’s Hall of Fame activities
Regular (at least annual) contact should be maintained with the directors/leaders of each discipline

The Hall of Fame should be regularly noted, explained, and promoted on the school’s web site

Parameters approved by FPA board members at earlier meetings will be followed (nomination, selection, announcement, and annual recognition)
