Meeting called to order at 6:30 pm by President Katy Lee.

Secretary’s Report:

Minutes from the October 26, 2009 meeting were not available for review. Therefore, Meeting Minutes were not approved.

Treasurer’s Report

No Treasurer’s Report available for review.

Introductions

Paul Collingsworth introduced Patti Sorsby and Bill Sorsby; one of whom will be representing the Band Department on the FPA Board. Both attended this meeting as their first opportunity to get more information about the FPA and then one of them will agree to be the Band Representative.

Funding Request:

Steve Tolly submitted a funding request for auditorium lighting. This request was reviewed by those present, however, was not voted on due to a number of factors:

1) A quorum was not present. 2) The current Treasurer’s Report was not available. 3) Many questions exist regarding other long term funding plans that FPA is considering. Therefore, this topic was tabled.

The above conversation opened up further questions and a brief dialog regarding other projects the FPA may consider funding, in the future. For example, the condition of the school owned Grand Piano was brought up as a possible project that could by the FPA. However, not enough information is known about its condition to decide whether this is a viable project. Patti Sorsby agreed to contact both Storm Ziegler and Steve Sandstrom, piano tuner, who has worked on this piano, for their input.

At this time, Katy Lee also recommended that each Performing Arts Department be invited to attend our next meeting, in January, to present any funding requests that those departments foresee within the next five years.

Hall Of Fame:

Bob Assink was not present at this meeting. Due to a number of new persons now representing FPA, it is important that an Overview of this project be presented to the entire Board, so that all members have a common understanding of the Project’s goal, budget and responsibility of the FPA.

Cabaret:

Kelly Otto volunteered to review the 2009 event and submit a timeline and plan for conducting this fundraising event in 2010. April 9, 2010, has already been agreed to for this event by all directors of Band, Drama, Orchestra, and Vocal departments.

FPA Website:

FPA has a current contract with an “outside” company for a website page/maintenance. There is an annual fee for this. The contract expires in February, 2010. Kelly Otto recommends that FPA consider utilizing the current JFK website and its administrators to maintain the FPA webpage. Kelly agreed to contact Jim Muench to see if this is possible and how to move forward.
