Jim Hauer will pursue dates with the Kennedy HS administration and get things in motion. Mr. Hauer agreed to chair the Spring Cabaret and Bob Harrison will shadow and assist. Hauer and Harrison will recruit other volunteers.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:50 P.M. with a motion by Bob Harrison, seconded by Mark Rettig.
