Meeting Minutes for February 23, 2009

In Attendance: Jim Hauer, Greg Barnett, Bob Harrison, Mark Reddig and Jim Meunch

Due to attendance at the beginning of the meeting and no quorum being present at that time, the group dispensed with the reading and approval of the minutes and financial report. There was some very good discussion among the group and any actionable item will be voted upon at our March 30, 2009 meeting.

Greg Barnett reported that West Music had been paid for the piano and synthesizer. The FPA wrote a check directly to West Music and Greg met with the manager of the keyboard department at the West Marion store to verify the amount owed. Greg also wrote a check to the KHS drama for the cyclorama. Both of these items were approved at earlier meetings.

After a lengthy discussion with Jim Meunch regarding available dates, it was decided that May was too crowded with arts events and any date earlier would not give us enough time to plan the event. Therefore,  the group decided that we should not pursue putting on a Spring Cabaret event. Since it was voted last meeting to pursue another Cabaret in the Spring the trustees will need to formally vote to cancel any plans for a Spring Cabaret at the March 30 meeting.

The drama department will be making a request for a scrim. Because this item would be for the exclusive use of the drama department, the trustees in attendance discussed funding every arts department with an equal sum and allow them to use the funds for non-budget items they need. The purchase of the scrim would come out of the funds given to the drama department. This matter will be further discussed at the March 30 meeting.

The Kennedy Plaza committee should be meeting in the next 30-60 days to determine if the fund raising effort will continue for the building campaign. Based on the conclusion of this ad hoc committee, the FPA will need to determine if there is a use for the $30,000 pledged to the Plaza. The consensus of those in attendance was to purchase a performance piano for the school and spend the money necessary to provide a safe storage space in the prop room. This matter will be discussed again after a decision is made by the Plaza committee.
